August 7, 2006 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on August 7, 2006, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner Mike McGinley was in Chicago attending a NACo conference.
Permission to leave the State and County was given to all elected officials.

The minutes of the July 31, 2006 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the minutes of the July 31, 2006 meeting be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for July 30 – August 5, 2006:


Dillon Area

· The Fairgrounds, Sweetwater Road, and Antelope Drive were watered and bladed.

· Approximately 12.2 miles of Lemhi Pass Road was watered, bladed, and magchlorided.

· The shoulders of the Wise River side of the Scenic Byway were mowed.

· Medicine Lodge Road was bladed.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· The South Valley Road was bladed.


Wisdom Area

· Gravel was hauled to the Upper North Fork Road.

· All area roads and the Wise River side of the Scenic Byway were checked.

· A culvert on Gibbonsville Road was cleaned.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.

Richard reported that due to fire danger the crews would stop mowing until after September.  


Richard and Commissioner Rice attended 3-River’s preconstruction meeting for the Lima fiber optic project.  Representatives from 3-Rivers will personally contact each person whose driveway this project crosses.


Last May Richard wrote a letter to Larry Myers from the Union Pacific (UP) about naming the railroad crossings that are public.  UP will not accept Richard’s signature and asked that a Commissioner countersign the letter.  Richard had the signature page retyped and Chairman Haugland signed it.

Richard informed the Commissioners that there are three approaches off the Scenic Byway that should be paved when the Byway is being paved.  These approaches are the Bill Tash Homestead driveway, the approach to Pioneers Mountain Estates Subdivision, and the approach to Timber Ridge Estates Subdivision.  The Commissioners will request in writing that the Federal Highway Administration pave these intersections.

Richard was given a letter from the Fox Run Homeowners Association requesting that the County consider extending the 35 mph speed limit on the Sweetwater Road from the Cemetery to the pig farm.  Discussion ensued.  Richard will write a 35 speed limit ordinance from the Cemetery to the pig farm.

Richard reported that most of the residents on Antelope Drive have given money to the County for the magchloriding of Antelope Drive.  Elk Drive will also be magchlorided and the County will contribute toward the cost.  These projects will be started tomorrow.

Richard feels that the County should require Smith and Sons to magchloride the sections of road they are hauling on.  

The Commissioners were informed that Smith and Son’s haul trucks are badly damaging Sweetwater Road where the trucks turn into the pad.  To alleviate this problem,  Richard is going to suggest that Smith and Son’s create a haul road through the Anderson property.

Richard will try to have the sidewalk at the Fairgrounds completed before the fair starts.  Richard left the meeting.

County Attorney Marv McCann and Deputy County Attorney Kurt Steadman joined the meeting.  Marv updated the Commissioners on the status of the recall petition, and briefly discussed the encroachments, the water issue, and the approaches on Arrigoni Lane.    

Marv and Kurt reviewed the lease with the Golf Course in regard to this entity obtaining a full liquor license.  Kurt left the meeting.

The following Elected Officials and Department Heads joined the meeting:  Treasurer Kathy Allard, Clerk and Recorder Rosie Richardson, Sheriff Harold Forsman, County Attorney Marv McCann, Weed Supervisor Jack Eddie, GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh, Financial Administrator Betty Tinsley, Clerk of Court Sheila Brunkhorst, Road Manager Richard Miller, Sanitarian Larry, and Planner Rick Hartz.

The Department Heads that have vehicles in their departments were given a list of motor vehicles.  The Commissioners asked these Department Heads to update the list of vehicles and the values of the vehicles.

Chairman Haugland reminded everyone that when a claim is submitted to the insurance an invoice also has to be submitted and that no invoices will be paid until the insurance company notifies the County that the invoices can be paid.

The Commissioners have received the certified valuation for the County; it has increased minimally.

Kathy asked about the Paint the State Meth Contest and Chairman Haugland explained about the contest.

The Department Heads and Elected Officials were informed that the Commissioners will start working on budgets at the end of next week and that each Department Head/Elected Official will be asked to meet with the Commissioners.  

The Department Heads and Elected Officials left the meeting.

Graeme McDougal joined the meeting and talked about the wolf issues that will be the topic of discussion at the August 11, 2006 meeting in Ennis.   Commissioner Rice will be attending this meeting.  Graeme left the meeting.


Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and reconvened the meeting at 1:30 p.m. with Commissioner Rice and Secretary Patti Odasz in attendance.


Larry Igar and Dan Haffey from the Chemical Prevention program in Butte joined the meeting.  The resolution appointing and reappointing members to the DUI Task Force was read:
