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August 25, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, August 25, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
Minutes:

The minutes of the August 18, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the August 18, 2008 meeting be approved with changes.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Department Update:

Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Department Report for August 17 - 23, 2008:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads:  Cherry Creek, Browne’s Bridge, Sweetwater and Rock Creek (Glen).

· Repaired the shoulders on Ten Mile Road at the Beaverhead River Bridge.

· Repaired approaches for Cliff Road and Cornell Park at Ten Mile Road.

· Fenced the shoulder at the intersection of Ten Mile and Cliff Roads.

· Hauled gravel on Browne’s Bridge Road.

· Removed an old fence on Browne’s Bridge Road.

· Repaired two old culverts on Browne Bridge Road and repaired a washout on the road.

· Moved equipment

· Road checked the Horse Prairie, Glen, Melrose and Dillon area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Cleaned three cattleguards on the North Valley Road.

· Bladed Sage Creek.

· Moved equipment to the Valley and from Dillon to Lima.

· Road checked the Lima and Valley area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed and watered on Skinner Meadows Road.

· Moved equipment.

· Road checked the Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Richard submitted copies of two Montana Fish, Wildlife, and Parks Incident/Accident Reports. On August 12, 2008 Allen G. Bostic was spinning his truck on Hendrick Mill Road (Bannack Bypass Road) and damaged this Road. On August 16, 2008 Steve Decker and Ike Taddy used a D-7 to widen the Road just east of the wire gate at the east end of Bannack State Park thus damaging the road.  The Commissioners reviewed the reports and the attached pictures.  Richard will contact the Sheriff about the damages on the roads.

Chairman Rice has been contacted about the problem with the magchloride on Clayton Lane.  Richard has been in contact with the residents in the area regarding this matter.

Richard will get a price for magchloriding the Cemetery Hill from the end of the pavement to the intersection with Fox Ridge Drive.  The landowner beyond this point pays to magchloride the next 500 to 600 feet .

The culvert in Sweetwater Road will be installed this week.  Richard left the meeting.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.    On September 15 there is a meeting of the Law and Justice Committee regarding LC7776 - An Act clarifying responsibility for costs of medical treatment of a person who is detained by a local law enforcement officer and who requires immediate medical treatment for a condition or injury directly attributable to interaction with a local law enforcement officer and costs of additional security costs incurred by a medical treatment provider; and providing an immediate effective date and an applicability date.  Jay will be attending this meeting.  Jay was informed that a subcommittee of the Law & Justice Interim Committee is holding a meeting on August 28, 2008 on LC7776 Commissioner McGinley and Jay will attend this meeting. A Commissioner will also attend the September 15 meeting.

Jay stated that there needs to be a $10,000 line item for the MACo Stop Loss Policy and a $10,000 line item for the deductible included in the Sheriff’s budget.  Jay left the meeting.

County Attorney’s Office Update:
County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting and was given the Coyote Creek Road file.  Jed will review this file. The County has signed a BLM right-of-way application for this Road.  Jed left the meeting.

There was discussion regarding the Solid Waste Board holding a public hearing to solicit input on increasing solid waste fees to $95.00

Recommendation from Solid Waste Board Regarding Solid Waste Unite Fee Assessments;

There was no recommendation from the Solid Waste Board at this time.

Old Business:

Prior to this meeting, Planner Rick Hartz submitted a letter informing the Commissioners that on Friday, August 22, 2008 he inspected the improvements noted in the enclosed Improvements Agreement for Lima Peaks Estates Subdivision Agreement and found that the items listed in the Agreement have been completed or other wise satisfied.

Rick recommended that State Bank and Trust be notified in writing that the Letter of Credit  #89323-0 for the account of 3 E Ranch LLC in the amount of $3,366.00 be released and that the proper paper work be filed with the Clerk and Recorder’s Office showing that the Lima peaks Estates Subdivision is no longer encumbered by the Improvements Agreement.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Letter of Credit for the Lima Peaks Estates Subdivision Improvements Agreements be released.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











A letter of release will be written to the appropriate bank and to the Clerk and Recorder.

Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz present.

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There were discussions regarding each item. The following will be taken to the crew for their review and vote:

1.
The County shall provide a health insurance plan for its employees and will continue to pay 100% of the employee’s premium and will pay a prorated premium for permanent part-time employees.

If the County Insurance Committee makes an alternative recommendation for a health insurance plan/premium, the employees will abide by the Committee’s recommendation.  This recommendation will be carried forward by the majority vote of the Committee.


2. In FY09 the employees will receive a 78-cent per hour increase.  In FY10 the employees will be given a 15-cent increase plus any wage increases (if any) which the County Commissioners shall grant to all other County employees.  In FY11 the employees will be given a 15-cent increase plus any wage increases (if any) which the County Commissioners shall grant to all other County employees.  

3. There will not be an increase in longevity.

4. Article XXV  - Economic Layoffs will be kept in the agreement.

Jim, Dewey, Bob, and Scott left the meeting.

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the August 17 – 23, 2008 invoices for a total of $35,984.88. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
