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August 29, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, August 29, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the August 22, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the August 22, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, Nathan Korb of the Nature Conservancy, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for August 21 – 27, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Worked on road reconstruction project on Medicine Lodge Road.  Project #1108-08.
· Bladed on Schultz Lane.
· Installed “Speed Limit” signs on Argenta.
· Worked on the Road Sign inventory project.  Project #1108-09.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Bladed on the following roads:  North Valley, Ruby Divide and Sage Creek.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 
· Bladed on the Little Lake Creek Road.
· Repaired flood damage on Little Lake Creek and Rock Creek Roads.
· Replaced culverts on Little Lake Creek Road.  
· Utility locates on Little Lake Creek Road.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Scott reported that the crew is working on Medicine Lodge Road and should be hauling gravel from the Johnson Pit by this afternoon.  The County purchases this gravel.

Scott informed the Commissioners that Larry Christensen from Larry’s Automotive asked if the Commissioners would allow him to plow Steel Creek Road this winter, because he will be up on this road plowing private lanes.  Discussion ensued.  Scott was told that Larry would have to provide the County with a one million dollar certificate of insurance and sign a written agreement.  Scott will talk to Larry about this matter.

Scott has met at the Apex Gravel Pit with Tim Egan from the Department of Natural Resources and Conservation, and landowner Jim Hagenbarth.  The County is required to meet annually with the landowners adjacent to the Pit.

Tom Waldorf of the Hildreth Subdivision 2 Homeowners’ Association (HOA) met with Scott regarding graveling the roads in this Subdivision.  The HOA will purchase $11,000 of gravel from R.E. Miller and Sons and the County will place it on the roads in the Subdivision.  There will be a written agreement between the HOA and the County.  This project should be completed by the end of September.

Scott informed the Commissioners that for the next few days Bob Ferris and Lonnie Rand are being trained on the new CAT grader.

Chairman Haugland informed Scott that a resident of Fox Run Subdivision called him to ask that Sweetwater Road be bladed.  Scott stated that this road is being bladed today.

A used 2006 one ton 4-wheel drive Chevy cab truck has been purchased for the mechanic. The cost of the truck was approximately $17,000. The bed of the old truck will be transferred to the new one. 

Scott gave the Commissioners information on a hand held diagnostic tool for bigger trucks that Mechanic Mike Marsh would like to purchase.  The purchase cost is $1,299. At this time the trucks have to be taken to Butte for diagnostics.  The Commissioners approved the purchase of this tool.

Nathan Korb informed the Commissioners that the Department of Fish, Wildlife and Parks (FWP) has given the Conservancy $34,000 to put in culverts in the Centennial Valley.  The first culverts that will be replaced are two in Hell Roaring Creek and one in O’Dell Creek. The culverts need to be replaced because they are fish barrier challenges or are too small for the water flow. Nathan has a list of other places, which he will review with Matt Jaeger from FWP. Matt will also help with the permitting process.  Nathan wants to have as many culverts installed until the money is gone. Mike Shafer joined the meeting.  The County has promised $6,000 towards this project.  Due to all the projects the Road Department has this fall, the Commissioners made the decision to give $6,000 towards this project instead of using in-kind services.  The Conservancy will probably hire R.E. Miller and Sons for this work.  Nathan will keep the Commissioners updated.  

Jim informed the Commissioners that for the next cycle of TSEP projects the Environmental Assessment (EA) has to be finalized before the State will give approval of any of the projects.  Jim has not received any comments on the draft EA for the three TSEP bridges.

Commissioner McGinley brought up for discussion the improvement of Eliason Lane.  An agreement between landowner Paul Rebich and the County for gravel needs to be written before the project can proceed.  The Commissioners told Jim that the County would pay $150,000 for the entire project and that less than 10,000 cubic yards of gravel would be used out of each gravel site.  The Commissioners and Paul will meet soon so that an agreement can be reached.  

Jim informed the Commissioners that in the past Jim McGee of the FWP wanted FWP to partner on the Steel Creek Bridge project, but Jim has been unable to contact Mr. McGee.

Action on Resolution 2011-22 - Beaverhead County Joining the National Moment of Remembrance of the 10th Anniversary of September 11th:

County Planner Rick Hartz and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting. Commissioner McGinley stated that NACo has asked county officials all over the nation to join in this day of remembrance.  The Commissioners reviewed the above mentioned Resolution.  The following motion was made:


MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Resolution 2011-22 - Beaverhead County Joining the National Moment of Remembrance of the 10th Anniversary of September 11th be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
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Action on Environmental Assessment for Three TSEP Bridges:

An advertised public meeting for the draft Environmental Assessment (EA) was held on August 22, 2011.  No verbal or written comments have been received.  Jim recommended that the Commissioners adopt the EA advertised, held public meeting last Monday, no verbal or written comments.  Have had press coverage.  Jim recommends adopting the EA with the modification to the format.

MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Environmental Assessment for the Three TSEP Bridges be accepted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
				
Action on Beaverhead County Trails Master Plan:

An advertised public hearing for the Plan was held on August 15, 2011, at which time comments were received from Larry Skiles, Duke Gilbert, and Lynn Westad (For these comments, please refer to August 15, 2011 minutes of the hearing).  One of the comments at the hearing was that Section 4.4 – Maintenance should be more specific.  Rick recommended that the Plan be adopted as an appendix to the Dillon Growth Area with the corrections that need to be made to Section 2.51 and 2.53.
	
MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Beaverhead County Trails Master Plan be adopted as an appendix to the Dillon Growth Area Plan.

Chairman Haugland asked for comments or discussion.  Rick stated that Jeremy Fadness from WWC Engineering will make the corrections and then send the County final copies of the Plan.

Chairman Haugland called for the vote. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Rick left the meeting.


Open TSEP Planning Grant Engineering Proposals:

Jim sent out 10 packages and three proposals were received by the deadline.  They are as follows:

Stelling Engineering from Great Falls, Great West Engineering from Helena, and Robert Peccia and Associates from Helena.  

 The Commissioners and Jim will evaluate these proposals on the following criteria:
♦ The qualifications of professional personnel to be assigned to the project (20%);
♦ The capability to meet time and project budget requirements (5%);
♦ Location of office where majority of project work will occur (5%);
♦ Present and projected workloads (5%);
♦ Related experience on TSEP Bridge Projects or similar projects (40%);
♦ Recent and current work for Beaverhead County, or similar entity (10%); and
♦ Overall quality of the proposal (15%).

(1) recognizes September 11, 2011, as a day of solemn commemoration
of the events of September 11, 2001, and a day to come together as a Nation;

(2) offers its deepest and most sincere condolences to the families,
friends, and loved ones of the innocent victims of the September 11, 2001,
terrorist attacks; and

(3) honors the heroic service, actions, and sacrifices of first responders,
law enforcement personnel, State and local officials, volunteers, and countless
others who aided the innocent victims of those attacks and, in doing so, bravely
risked and often gave their own lives; and

(4) recognizes the valiant service, actions, and sacrifices of United States
personnel, including members of the United States Armed Forces, the United
States intelligence agencies, the United States diplomatic service, homeland
security and law enforcement personnel, and their families, who have given so
much, including their lives and well-being, to support the cause of freedom and
defend the security of the United States; and

(9) reaffirms that the people of the United States will never forget the
challenges our country endured on and since September 11, 2001, and will work
tirelessly to defeat those who attacked the United States: and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that on the 10th anniversary of this tragic
day in United States history the governing body of the Beaverhead County
Commissioners call upon all of the people and institutions of the United States to
observe a moment of remembrance on September 11, 2011, including (i) media
outlets; (ii) houses of worship; (iii) military organizations; (iv) veterans
organizations; (v) airlines; (vi) airports; (vii) railroads; (viii) sports teams; (ix) the
Federal Government; (x) State and local governments; (xi) police, fire, and other
public institutions; (xii) educational institutions; (xiii) businesses: and (xiv) other
public and private institutions; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Beaverhead County
Commissioners encourage the observance of the moment of remembrance to
last for 1 minute beginning at 11:00 a.m. Mountain Daylight Time by, to the
maximum extent practicable ceasing all work or other activity; and marking the
moment in an appropriate manner, including by ringing bells, blowing whistles, or
sounding sirens.

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Commissioners express their support
of the United State's Senate regarding coming together as a Nation and ceasing
all work or other activity for a moment of remembrance beginning at 11:00 a.m.
Mountain Daylight Time on September 11, 2011, in honor of the 10th anniversary
of the terrorist attacks committed against the United States on September 11,
2001; and

WHEREAS, at 8:46 a.m., on September 11, 2001, hijacked American
Airlines Flight 11 crashed into the upper portion of the North Tower of the World
Trade Center in New York City, New York; and

WHEREAS, 17 minutes later, at 9:03 a.m., hijacked United Airlines Flight
175 crashed into the South Tower of the World Trade Center; and

WHEREAS, at 9:37 a.m., the west wall of the Pentagon was hit by
hijacked American Airlines Flight 77, the impact of which caused immediate and
catastrophic damage to the headquarters of the Department of Defense; and

WHEREAS, at approximately 10:00 a.m., the passengers and crew of
hijacked United Airlines Flight 93 acted heroically to retake control of the airplane
and thwart the taking of additional American lives by crashing the airliner in
Shanksville, Pennsylvania, and, in doing so, gave their lives to save countless
others; and

WHEREAS, nearly 3,000 innocent civilians were killed in the heinous
attacks of September 11, 2001; and

WHEREAS, tens of thousands of individuals narrowly escaped the attacks
at the Pentagon and World Trade Center and, as witnesses to this tragedy, are
forever changed; and

WHEREAS, countless fire departments, police departments, first
responders, governmental officials, workers, emergency medical personnel, and
volunteers responded immediately and heroically to those horrific events; and

WHEREAS, the Fire Department of New York suffered 343 fatalities on
September 11, 2001, the largest loss of life of any emergency response agency
in United States history; and
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WHEREAS, the Port Authority Police Department suffered 37 fatalities in
the attacks, the largest loss of life of any police force in United States history in a
single day; and

WHEREAS, the New York Police Department suffered 23 fatalities as a
result of the terrorist attacks; and

WHEREAS, the impact of that day on public health continues through
2011, as nearly 90,000 people are at risk of or suffering from negative health
effects as a result of the events of September 11, 2001, including 14,000 workers
and 2,400 community residents who are sick, and tens of thousands of others
whose health is being monitored; and

WHEREAS, 10 years later, the people of the United States and people
around the world continue to mourn the tremendous loss of innocent life on that
fateful day; and

WHEREAS, 10 years later, thousands of men and women in the United
States Armed Forces remain in harm’s way defending the United States against
those who seek to threaten the United States: and

WHEREAS, on the 10th anniversary of this tragic day, the thoughts of the
people of the United States are with all of the victims of the events of September
11, 2001 and their families; and

WHEREAS, the lives of Americans were changed forever on September
11, 2001, when events threatened the American way of life; and

WHEREAS, in 2009, Congress and the President joined together to
designate September 11 as a National Day of Service and Remembrance under
the Serve America Act (Public Law 111-13; 123 Stat. 1460); and

WHEREAS, in September 2009 and 2010, President Obama issued
Proclamation 8413 (74 Fed. Reg. 47045) and Proclamation 8559 (75 Fed. Reg.
96463) proclaiming September 11, 2009, and September 11, 2010, respectively,
as Patriot Day and National Day of Service and Remembrance; and

WHEREAS, September 11 will never, and should never, be just another
day in the hearts and minds of all people of the United States:
