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August 31, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, August 31, 2009, at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner Mike McGinley was attending Interoperability Montana meetings.

Minutes:

The minutes of the August 24, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved Chairman Rice seconded that the minutes of the August 24, 2009 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Report on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, County Engineer Jim Carpita and Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin joined the meeting.  The following Road Report for August 23 – 29, 2009 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes: Ten Mile, Smith, Birch Creek, Albers, Argenta, Anderson, Dutchman, Buster Brown and Hwy 324.

· Bladed and watered on the following roads:  Airport, Lovers Leap and upper Sweetwater. 

· Hauled gravel to the 3rd Avenue Bridge outside of Lima.

· Hauled gravel and equipment to the Bloody Dick Road.

· Hauled equipment to Lima.

· Installed two culverts on Bloody Dick Road.

· Yard cleaning for Labor Day weekend.

· Road checked Dillon, Grasshopper and Horse Prairie area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Hauled gravel to the 3rd Avenue Bridge.

· Bladed on River Road.

· Bladed and watered on the following roads:  Big Sheep Creek flats, Red Rock and Old Armstead.

· Road checked Lima and Dell area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Stockpiled gravel at Gravel Pit 300 (GP300) on Hwy 278.  

· Hauled gravel from GP300 to Little Lake Creek Road.

· Bladed on Little Lake Creek Road

· Reclaimed GP300.

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Commissioner Haugland reported that at the last Museum Board meeting Dorothy Stout from the Museum Association distributed information packets on Montana Department of Commerce’s Historical Preservation Grants.    Dorothy is going to apply for one of these grants for the pointing of the Depot.  Thirty copies of the grant will be needed and the Commissioners approved the use of the County’s copier.

Jim submitted a picture of the gate that is across Carroll Lane.  Jim will notify Daniel Ehrenfried, owner of the gate, that the gate has to be replaced with a HS20 cattleguard.  Dan will have to purchase the cattleguard and the County will install it.

Last Thursday, the County Road Crew worked on the 3rd Avenue Bridge in Lima and completed the project on Friday. During the project a guy wire and a power pole were accidently hit.  Vigilante Electric will send the bill for the installation of a new pole and will depreciate the old pole to help reduce the cost to the County.  Westwood Construction is installing the guardrail today and tomorrow on the 3rd Avenue Bridge.  After the completion of the guardrail, Jim will schedule a final inspection.

The cost of the pipe for the Frying Pan Road project is $3,757. Mike will order the pipe today from Roscoe Steel.

On October 5 in Bozeman, LTAP is holding a Truck and Loader Operation Workshop and a few of the Road Department employees will be attending.

The County might be able to rent Kelly Rowe’s roller to use on the three detours the County is going to make for the Frying Pan, Nissen Lane, and Carrigan Lane Bridge projects.  

Kelly Rowe will meet Jim and Mike this Thursday at Corrine Trail so that Kelly can make an estimate to set the Corinne Trail Bridge.

There was no gravel source available at Peter Frick’s property, so the gravel for the Governor Creek Bridge Project will be removed from Jack Hirschy’s.

For the next couple of days, the crew is going to clean up the yard for the Fair.

The County will be fixing cattleguards on Lemhi Pass and will be hauling two loads of gravel for this project.  The Federal Highway Department will be billed for this project.

The old 20 foot by 26 foot Long Creek Bridge is being fixed because one end has settled.  

Jim informed the Commissioners that the re-roofing bid for the Museum would be opened September 14 at 1:30 p.m.

Jim is working with Facilities Administrator Chris Kraft on the bid package for re-roofing the Courthouse. The bid will be advertised September 9 and 16.

Jim will be attending the Commissioners’ meeting with Federal Highway representatives regarding the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
The Sheriff was unable to attend his meeting.

Lunch Recess:
Commissioner Haugland left to attend a funeral, so Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 11:30 a.m. 

At 2:30 p.m. Chairman Rice reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland present.

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the August 23 - 29, 2009 invoices for a total of $59,862.85. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
