September 6, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, September 6, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice and Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the August 29, 2011 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the August 29, 2011 meeting be approved with corrections.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita and Dillon Tribune reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for August 28 – September 3, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Stoddard, Flynn, Carrigan, White, Sweetwater, Carter Creek and Frying Pan.
· Worked on the Medicine Lodge Road reconstruction project.  
· Cleaned up around the Fairgrounds for Labor Day weekend.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Bladed on the following roads:  Ruby Divide, Old Armstead and Big Sheep Creek.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 
· Bladed on the Little Lake Creek Road.
· Hauled gravel on Little lake Creek Road.
· Hauled gravel on Medicine Lodge Road.

Scott reported that 95% of the Medicine Lodge Road reconstruction project is done and should be finished this week.  Work on Lemhi Pass projects will begin soon. 

Scott said that the Nature Conservancy owes Beaverhead County 450 cubic yards of gravel.  Scott said the County could use this towards $6,000 for the culverts in the Centennial Valley that will be installed by the Nature Conservancy.  Scott will call Kyle from the Matador Ranch to see what it would cost for gravel.

Scott reported that Dow Keyes from the Wisdom Shop is going to talk to Larry Christensen from Larry’s Automotive in Wisdom on snow plowing Steel Creek Road in the winter.

Scott reported everyone has been trying out the new CAT grader at the County Shop.

Jim Carpita reported that the Argenta Bridge is on the preliminary list for the RAC funds.  Don Darling dropped off the list to Commissioner Haugland.  Beaverhead County has requested $122,400 for this project.  Jim will do a PowerPoint presentation on September 14th on this.

Jim reported the County Weed Department has requested a noxious weed grant from RAC for the Argenta/Birch Creek area in the amount of $20,000; Skinner Meadows area requested $10,000 for weeds; Medicine Lodge area requested $20,000 for a total request of $50,000 for Beaverhead County.

Kelly McIntosh – Community Services Center:  Homeless Needs Assessment Data for Beaverhead and Madison Counties:  

Kelly handed out survey data information on the Human Service Network.  She reported that 55 surveys were sent out and 34 surveys were returned. She pointed out that Rick Hartz is also part of this group representing Beaverhead County.  She stated that if in the future we have a problem with homelessness in Dillon, we will be ready.  The Dillon Ministerial Alliance (DMA) has been heading this process in the past.  When the DMA gets involved, the person or persons must go through law enforcement for a background check.   This makes it more secure.  DMA offers motels and meals.  This has been going on for one year.  Now they have a better network to handle the cases.  $12,000 was spent on homelessness in the year of 2010 in Beaverhead County.  No data was received from Madison County.  They didn’t feel the need in their county.

Scott Marsh joined the meeting.  

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Sheriff Hansen discussed the fees that are going to be added or changed with Resolution 2011-23.
