September 7, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, September 7, 2010 at 9:30 a.m., Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner Mike McGinley was absent due to a death in the family

Minutes:

The minutes of the August 30, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland   moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the August 30, 2010 meeting 



be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Employee Scott Jones, and Road Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for August 29 – September 4, 2010 was submitted:

· DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads:  Old Armstead, Medicine Lodge, Carrigan, Flynn, Anderson, Smith, Frying Pan and the road inside the Landfill.

· Hauled gravel to a cattleguard on Skinner Meadows Road.

· Hauled gravel to Big Lake Creek Road.

· Put guardrail up on the east and west side of the slew bridge on Trapper Creek Road.

· Road checked the Melrose, Horse Prairie, Glen and Dillon area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

· LIMA AREA

· Bladed on the following roads:  Brundage, River, Elk Lake and North Valley.

· Installed two cattleguards and hauled gravel on River Road.

· Road checked the North Valley, Dell and Lima area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

· WISDOM AREA 

· Finished the cattleguard installation on Skinner Meadows Road.

· Hauled gravel to Skinner Meadows Road.

· Finished the culvert installation on Skinners Meadows Road.

· Put geotech fabric down and hauled gravel on Big Lake Creek Road.

· Unloaded culverts and moved equipment.

· Road checked the Lower North Fork and Jackson area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Jamie reported that Nikola McMillin wrecked on the intersection of Highway 91 North and Schuler Lane and hit two of the County’s road signs. Jamie will talk to Justice of the Peace Candy Hoerning to find out if the cost of these signs can be added to Nikola’s ticket so the County can get restitution.

Jamie informed the Commissioners that Bruce Botsford is doing research on creating a Rural Improvement District (RID) for Schultz Lane. The Commissioners told Jamie that Rick Hartz has an information packet on RID’s.  

Mike reported that last week 1,000 feet of the Big Lake Creek Road was fixed.  There are two spots left to fix, which will be fixed today and tomorrow and then clean up will be done on Thursday.  Clean up on the North Fork Bridge project will start and pipes will be installed on Steel Creek Road this week. Gravel will be hauled to Twin Lakes Road this fall or next year.

Commissioner Haugland stated that the North Fork Bridge looks good.  

Next week the Fern Lane project will be started and sometime in the near future the Rock Creek complex will be started. 


Commissioner Rice asked Mike to stockpile gravel and reclaim the area near Johnson Creek on Medicine Lodge Road. 

Mike mentioned that Jim is working on the specifications for the Apex crushed gravel bid. Mike does not want more rock in the gravel because it will cause wash boarding.  The State of Montana’s gravel specifications are being rewritten to include more dirt in the gravel.

Mike submitted speed ordinances for Old Canyon Road and the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway. Mike has ordered road signs for all the roads that will have new speed limits.  The first reading of these Ordinances will be given next Monday.

Commissioner Rice brought up for discussion the County’s agreement to provide $5,000 of in-kind work for the Hell Roaring Creek Project. Mike said that the County has already generated gravel for this project.  After the hauling and cleanup the County will probably have contributed more than $5,000 of in-kind services.  Mike will call Nathan Korb of the Nature Conservancy and coordinate with him on this project. 

Chuck Reynolds from the Montana Department Transportation (MDT) wants to annually purchase 1,500 yards of sand from the County.  MDT is not allowed to trade a truck for sand.   Chuck will pick out a couple of decent state trucks this year that the County can purchase.  The County received this pile of sand from Gilman Construction.  MDT will still have to pay royalties to Snowline Grazing.  Mike will talk to Chuck again about this matter.

It was mentioned that MDT is sweeping the Scenic Byway for  the hill climb race this coming weekend. 

The Commissioners informed Mike that Crystal Lane needs to be bladed.

Mike stated that the County will blade Red Rock Road and try to keep it in better condition.  Next spring the County might grind up the road material and then blade it.   

The County has not received a complaint on Bond Road since the County did work on it.

Mike brought up for discussion Ryan Canyon Road.  The state does not have this road listed as a frontage road, but it blades up to the Railroad crossing. The new owners of Montaqua would like to have more maintenance done on the Road because they will be increasing its production.  

The BLM is giving the County a new set of 20-foot wide cattleguards for the end of Gibbonsville Road.  The guards will probably not be installed until next year. The BLM will be checking a cattleguard on Medicine Lodge Road near Dad Creek this week.

Commissioner Rice stated that the road crews are doing well in getting projects completed.

The millings that the crew put on midway at the Fairgrounds worked well.   Mike will talk to the Fair Manager about putting down material on the back road at the Fairgrounds.

There was discussion about equipment that the Road Department needs.  

Other Topics of Discussion:

No other topics were discussed.

Lunch Recess:
Commissioner Rice recessed the meeting at 11:50 a.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland and Secretary Patti Odasz present.

Old Business:

There was no old business discussed.

Discussion and Action on West View Minor Subdivision Improvements Agreement:

Planner Rick Hartz and Developer Beverly Butler joined the meeting.   Beverly wants to record the Final Plat of the West View Minor Subdivision as soon as possible because she has received an offer to purchase the existing house and property. Prior to this meeting Rick gave the Commissioners an information packet that included a copy of the Conditions for this Subdivision and the “Acceptable Forms of Improvement Guarantees” section of the County’s Subdivision Regulation. Rick reviewed this information with the Commissioners.  At its last meeting the Planning Board decided that this not a significant change to the West View Minor Subdivision, so it would not have to be reviewed again. Rick informed the Commissioners that on September 20 he would be bringing the Final Plat and Improvements Agreement to the Commission. The draft Improvements Agreement lists a completion date as December 31, 2010. In the Conditions of Approval an approach permit is needed from the County, another approach needs to be enhanced and improved and a 5,000-gallon water tank has to be installed onsite.  Beverly has already received a few bids for these items.  In the Regulations the guarantee of 125% of the price of the improvements need to be put in escrow, a letter of credit, performance bond, etc.  At this time the amount of the improvements including the 125% is approximately $16,500.  Beverly informed the Commissioners that she has been told that this is such a small amount of money that a bonding company would bond this amount. Beverly told the Commissioners about her background and that what she says she does.  Beverly requested that she be allowed to submit a check from her account as a guarantee that the improvements will be completed on time. 

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that when the time comes the County accept Beverly Butler’s check as the guarantee for the improvements. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

News Media:

Commissioner Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the August 29 – September 4, 2010 invoices for a total of $100,063.90. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Public Comment on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction

There was no public comment.

Adjourn

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
