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September 8, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, September 8, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
Minutes:

The minutes of the September 2, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the September 2, 2008 be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Department Update:

Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Department Report for August 31 - September 6, 2008:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Carrigan, Eliason, Old Stage, Rebich, Anderson, Flynn, Bolick, Albers, Blacktail and Carter Creek.

· Watered South Valley Road, Flynn and Carrigan Lanes.

· Road checked Dillon and Glen area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Chairman Rice reported that he is waiting for approval from Peggy Delaney and the Nature Conservancy to locate a gravel storage pile on 40 acres, which Peggy is acquiring, and will have a conservation easement on it.  A contractor has submitted an estimate of $3.40 per cubic yard with no mobilization fee to mine and pile the gravel.  This gravel will be used for future County Road maintenance in the Centennial Valley.

Chairman Rice is going to ask John Erb about obtaining material from John’s property on Sweetwater Road fix a section of Sweetwater Road and for the Lovell Road project.

Richard submitted a letter of grievance regarding his dismissal due to Reduction in Work Force.  Richard read the letter and asked that in be put in the record.  
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Richard left the meeting.

County Attorney’s Office Update:
County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting early due to a justice court hearing.

Jed interviewed six people for the deputy County Attorney’s position and has narrowed it down to three candidates.    He will make his decision depending on the BAR results that will be out by mid September.  When each candidate was asked if he or she would 

accept a part-time position they all said no except for one.  This candidate said he would accept until another job came along.

The Certificate of Survey for the Lovell Road is complete and the County is waiting for the mylar from the surveyor.  

Jed does not have any further information regarding the Jackson Sewer Board.  

Last week Jed worked on the timeframe process for the proposed solid waste increase.

Last Thursday Jed attended an unattended death at Glen.  Jed left the meeting.

Fish, Wildlife, and Parks – Dick Oswald

It was a great year for the Big Hole River.  There was not one reach closure this year under the Drought Plan.  

Due to the flow increase from the storm Labor Day weekend, last week there was a substantial ditch failure.  Approximately 5,000 to 8,000 cubic yards of sediment were deposited into the Big Hole River near Glen and Melrose.  Emergency removal of the sediment was authorized. 

Dillon Fire Department and Fire Warden – Scott Marsh

Scott distributed copies of the Willow Wildfire map.  This fire started in Idaho on July 16, 2008 and Idaho managed the fire as a “wildland fire use” fire.  On August 26, 2008, Scott, a Beaverhead County Commissioner, Idaho Forest Service Representatives, DNRC representatives, and concerned landowners met in Lakeview regarding this fire. The fire was spotted in Montana on August 26 and burned 35 acres above Blair Lake on the sheep experimentation property.    Presently, in Beaverhead County there are no areas designated as “wildland fire use”.  The people in charge of the experimentation property Idaho to use wildland fire use management. At this meeting there was discussion about structure protection on the Montana side of the border. The fire burned 3,900 acres and burned 40 to 50 percent of the fuel within the perimeter of the fire.

There were two mutual aid fires this year, one in China Town and one in the Sweetwater.  There were also some small grass fires along Interstate 15.  

This afternoon Scott will be asking the Commissioners to reopen permitted burning on private property.  

Montana Drought Advisory Committee Meeting:

The Montana Drought Advisory Committee will be meeting Wednesday, September 10, 2008.

Next County Drought Task Force Meeting:

The next County Drought Task Force meeting is Tuesday, October 14, 2008.

The Drought Task Force members left the meeting.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

County Superintendent of Schools Emily Rebish – Action on School Budgets:

County Superintendent Emily Rebish joined the meeting.  Emily distributed copies of the 2008-09 school levies  and the 2007-08 school levies for the Commissioners to review and compare.  All budgets have been submitted except Grant’s and Wise River’s.

Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the transportation budgets and retirement budgets for all the schools be approved and that the School Budgets be approved except for Grant’s and Wise River’s. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Beaverhead County intend to reallocate a
"local option" one-half of one percent (.5%) vehicle tax; and

WHEREAS, the proposed local one-half of one percent (.5%) vehicle tax will be distributed in
accordance with law as set forth in Section 61-3-537, M.C.A., as amended by the 1991 Legislature, that
is, fifty percent (50%) of the proceeds to be distributed to the County, and the remaining fifty percent
(50%) to the County and the incorporated cities and towns within the County, apportioned on the basis of
population, as follows: for incorporated cities and towns, by multiplying the amount of money available by
the ratio of the population of the ity or town to the total county population; and for counties, by multiplying
the amount of money available by the ratio of the population of unincorporated areas within the county to
the total county population; and

WHEREAS, the County, and cities and towns do need the monies generated by this tax to
maintain current services; and

WHEREAS, the distributions for Beaverhead County's share at approximately 75% of the total will
be as follows:

2110 - Road 81.0% Approximately $290,000
1000 - General Fund 19.0% Approximately $ 70,000

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of County Commissioners resolve as follows:

One-half of one percent (.5%) local option tax on motor vehices having a rated capacity of one
ton or less is ordered as authorized by state law.

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Chairman Rice asked for public comments.  No public comments were expressed.

The Commissioners thank Financial Administrator Betty Tinsley for all the time and work that she did on the budgets.  Chairman Rice and Commissioner Haugland thanked Commissioner McGinley for all the time and work that he did on the budgets.  Betty and Marg left the meeting.

Barrett Hospital CEO Steve Hanna – Hospital Planning Update and Hospital District Financing

CEO Steve Hannah and Hospital Board Trustee Joe Morstein joined the meeting.  Steve distributed handouts on the “Barrett Hospital Planning Update” and a handout showing the number of rural hospitals in the U.S. that are being replaced, the Drive Time Analysis, Population Projections by Age, the increasing demand for healthcare services, a debt matrix, a current site plan of the Hospital campus, a plan for a one story option, a plan for a two story option - first and second floors, a plan for a one story replacement hospital on a new site, and a chart showing loan and impact of Medicare reimbursement. The information in the handouts was discussed.  There was discussion that either with scenario one or two, the building that Public Health is in would no longer exist on the campus. Steve, Joe, and Marg left the meeting.
Tom Waldorf – Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path
Tom Waldorf, Josie Lockridge, Jeremy Fadness from WWC Engineering, and County Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  Tom has heard that Road Manager Richard Miller will no longer be working for the County after September and was concerned about the Laknar Lane pedestrian path.  To date the citizens have not seen much happening on this project.   The Commissioners were informed that Jeremy works with CTEP projects and that he would be willing to help with this project. There was discussion about rights-of-ways, which side of Laknar Lane the path should be located, the survey that Anderson Engineering did for the project, etc.  It was decided that Rick Hartz would be the County’s contact person for this project and that Jamie Hoklin would administrate the finances.  Jeremy will contact the State CTEP Manager Mike Worley regarding the Laknar Lane pedestrian path project.  Jeremy will find out if he can complete the CTEP application for the County.  He will also ask about using millings for the surface of the path.  Tom, Josie, and Jeremy left the meeting.

Fire Warden Scott Marsh – Requesting Action to Reopen Burning on Private Property.

Fire Warden Scott Marsh joined the meeting and requested that the Commissioners lift the ban for burning on private property on a permit basis.

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that effective September 9, 2008 through November 30, 2008 the burning ban on private property be lifted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Burning permits are still required. Scott left the meeting.

Planner Rick Hartz  - Final Plat of the McCartney Mountain View Minor Subdivision

Rick gave the Commissioners copies of the Final Plat Report of the McCartney Mountain View Minor Subdivision.  The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends final plat approval of this Subdivision. The conditions that were placed on this Subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (December 24, 2007) have been met or will be otherwise satisfied prior to the filing of the final plat and the final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Beaverhead County Commissioners
that a disaster is hereby declared pursuant to Section 10-3 402 MCA, because expenditures for
repair and damaged faciliies will be beyond the financial capability of Beaverhead County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that there shall be appropriated immediately to
Emergency Fund Number 2260 an amount equivalent to two (2) mills on the taxable valuation of
Beaverhead County outside the incorporated municipalities, pursuant to Section 10-3-405 MCA.
Said two (2) mills will be levied during fiscal year 2009 and be utilized for restoring services and
repairing facilities damaged by the flooding and by the wild fires.

BE IT FURTERH RESOLVED, that copies of this Resolution be filed with the
Beaverhead County Clerk and Recorder, the Montana Department of Revenue, and the
Montana Disaster and Emergency Services Division in Helena.

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NOTICE OF PASSAGE OF RESOLUTION OF INTENT

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Solid Waste District was
established by the Beaverhead County Board of Commissioners, by
Resolution on September 2, 1980, and its operation is governed by Resolution
92-6 dated June 16, 1992, and Resolution 2000-10 of Intent and Concurrence
of Assessed Fees for the Beaverhead County Landfill was adopted June 5,
2000; and

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Solid Waste Board has determined
thatit is the public interest and necessity to establish fair and equitable service
charges for the use of the landfill.

WHEREAS; MCA 7-13-232 (1) requires that landfill service charges
reflect the actual landfill costs raising the Average Residential Unit (ARU)
charge from 2.12 tons per year ($72.00 per unit) to 2.55 tons per year ($95.00
per unit) is needed to cover these charges. A written recommendation stating
such to the Beaverhead County Board of Commissioners has been sent for its
formal action and determination as to whether this increase shall be approved.

WHEREAS, notice of public hearing on the Beaverhead County Solid
Waste Board’s intention to amend the solid waste service charges was
published once a week for two weeks, on August 27 and September 3, 2008;
and

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Solid Waste Board held a public
hearing on September 3, 2008 and that the operating costs of the landfill
exceed revenues, therefore the service charge per ARU’s for the Beaverhead
County Landfill should be raised to $95.00 per Annual Residential Unit (ARU).

As is my right according to the Beaverhead County Employee Policy Manual, adopted January 20, 2004,
Section 14.0 - Grievance Procedure (Attachment 1), T am grieving the action by you, the Beaverhead
County Commissioners, to eliminate the position of the Road Supervisor, also known as the County
Road Manager, and to permanently terminate my employment.

On Wednesday, August 13, 2008, Commission Chairman Tom Rice, approached me asking “What
would it take for you to retire?” He told me he did not have a good feeling about the meeting on
Monday, August 11, 2008 when I was told I should retire. I told him I would talk with Public
Employees Retirement System (PERS).

On Thursday, August 14, 2008, I took a day of vacation time and traveled to Helena to talk with a
representative of PERS. 1 fully expected a discussion regarding a severance package I could live with.
Instead, on August 18, 2008 at the regular commission meeting, I received a permanent Reduction in
Force notification.

Twould like to know where the document attached to the reduction in force notification came from and
what it means. (Attachment 2).

The remedial action I seek to the reduction in force action is reinstatement to the Beaverhead County
Road Supervisor/Road Manager position with all rights and privileges.

OR
‘The County will pay the cost of buying the additional years of service for which I am eligible to apply to

PERS. This would be 3 years of my military time and 3 years of PERS (1 year for cach 5 years) service
which will allow me to retire without penalty.

$95.00 at their meeting on September 3, 2008. (SW Resolution # 01-2008 attached)
