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September 14, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, September 14, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Report on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Employee Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, and Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin joined the meeting.

The following was reported:

· The County’s part of the Governor Creek Project is almost completed.  Topsoil needs to placed and seeded.  The issue with the pipe has been solved.  The contractor is working on the detour, but is having trouble finding control points that Morrison and Maierle placed.

· Except for the guardrail, the 3rd Street Bridge project has been completed.  The guardrail has not arrived yet.  For safety, the cones are still in place.

· The Lima crew is processing gravel and is doing roadwork and then the crew will start on the cattle pass in Big Sheep Creek Road.

· The Big Hole crew and one person from the Dillon crew are putting gravel on Skinner Meadows Road.  This project will take approximately one month.  The Big Hole crew’s fall work schedule has been established.

· Due to cattle trucks, the blading of the Centennial Valley Road will be started later this week or next week.

· Blading of the roads in the Melrose and Horse Prairie areas will be completed and then work will be stated on the Corinne Trail Bridge project.

· Mike will complete the encroachment permit on Albers Lane.

· Jim Dailey still has not paid for the cattleguard on Carter Creek Road.  Chairman Rice will contact Mr. Dailey.

· There is no snowplow truck at Wise River, so Mike has contacted Montana Department Butte District Maintenance Supervisor Loran Wallace.  Mr. Wallace will try to find a truck for the County.  If one is found the truck can be purchased before it goes to the State’s equipment auction.  Mike will review the State’s auction items brochure. 

Chairman Rice informed Mike that he contacted Mr. King from La Cense about replacing the 18-inch pipe La Cense personnel installed in Flynn Lane.  Mr. King is looking for a bigger pipe.  Chairman Rice will contact Mr. King again informing him that the replacement pipe has to be 30 inches in diameter and 24 to 28 feet long and that 

La Cense has to obtain an approach permit.  If La Cense provides the pipe, the County will install it.

Chairman Rice informed Mike that someone has made a road off of Stonehouse Road and filled in the ditch.  Mike will look into this matter.

Jim reported that he has been dealing with the Wahler approach on the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway.  Jim has told the contractor from Schnell Contracting that a negative slope has to be put back in and that drainage work needs to be done.  As of Thursday, no work was done, but the equipment was still on site.  The road itself does not meet County standards.  Jim is going to propose to the Planning Board that the Road Standards be removed from the Subdivision Regulations and be adopted as a stand-alone document so the standards for all roads within the County would be the same.

Jim asked if the County has to pay Davis Bacon wages for the Courthouse re-roofing project.  Later in the meeting, Commissioner McGinley called MACo for this information.  Wages for the Courthouse re-roofing project have to be paid at the Montana Davis Bacon wage rates.  

The following Road Department Report for September 6-12, 2009 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Bloody Dick, Brenner, Trapper Creek and part of Lemhi Pass.

· Screened gravel at the Old Landfill gravel pit.

· Installed a cattleguard and culverts on Lemhi Pass for FHWA.

· Road checked Dillon, Melrose, Glen, Grasshopper and Horse Prairie area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Removed a culvert on Munday Lane to be re-used.

· Built a detour on Big Sheep Creek Road for installation of a cattle pass.

· Road checked Lima and Dell area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Hauled gravel on Skinners Meadows Road for the road project.

· Installed three culverts on Skinner Meadows Road.

· Reclamation of rock pit at Strodtmans.

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.  
Anderson Engineering will be contacted and told to start the survey of the Wisdom Airport.  The estimated cost of this survey is $3,737.60.

Minutes:

The minutes of the September 8, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:

Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the September 8, 2009 meeting be approved with additions.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  The Juvenile Detention Budget is almost depleted.  Jay did not receive a bill for June until after the close of the fiscal year. Jay has asked the County Attorney to explain to the Judge that detention is for limited time periods, not for long-term use. 

The inmate population is five and one of the problem inmates in now at the Montana State Prison.

Action on Request for a One Year Extension on the Preliminary Plat of the North Valley Properties Minor Subdivision:

On September 8, 2009, the Commissioners received a letter from Surveyor Russ Kluesner requesting a one-year extension of the Preliminary Plat of the North Valley Properties Minor Subdivision, owned by Carter Butori.  The extension is to allow time for the completion of the sanitation package that will be submitted to the Department of Environmental Quality.  The current expiration date for the preliminary plat is October 2, 2009.    

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that a one-year extension for the Preliminary Plat of the North Valley Properties Minor Subdivision be granted, with the expiration date of October 2, 2010.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Old Business/Other Topics for Discussion:
No old business or other topics of discussion were discussed.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 11:30 a.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Opening of Bids for Museum Re-roofing Project:

Museum Association representative Dorothy Stout, KB Construction Representative Rob Dumke, County Engineer Jim Carpita, and KDBM Reporter Tom McKnight joined the meeting.
