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September 20, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, September 20, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the September 13, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland   moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the September 13, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer and Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting. 

The following Road Report for September 12 – 18, 2010 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Crystal, Old Stage, Eliason, and Blacktail.

· Reclaimed the Johnson Gulch gravel pit, GP 124 on Medicine Lodge Road.

· Installed a culvert and hauled gravel on Brenner Lane.

· Moved equipment from Horse Prairie to the Centennial Valley.

· Hauled a backhoe to Belgrade for maintenance and repair.

· Road checked the Dillon, Melrose, Glen and Horse Prairie area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed on the South Valley Road.

· Installed two culverts on the South Valley Road on Shambo Creek at Lakeview.

· Hauled gravel on South Valley Road.

· Cleaned ditches and repaired a culvert on Lima Dam Road.

· Road checked the South and North Valley, Dell and Lima area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Hauled gravel on Big Lake Creek Road.

· Processed gravel at the Highway 278 State gravel pit, GP300.

· Road checked the Wisdom and Jackson areas.

· Equipment service and repair.

This week the Lima crew will continue to install pipes in the South Valley Road.  The Wisdom crew will finish the Lake Creek Road and Steel Creek Road projects. This week the Dillon crew will be graveling Fern Lane, posting 5-ton load limit signs on bridges, and blading roads.

 Another pipe on Skinner Meadows Road will be checked, but the work will not get done this fall.

The Birch Creek Bridge project was discussed.  Mike thinks a pre-engineered bridge from Roscoe Steel would work well and would be less expensive.  The temporary bridge will be re-decked and hopefully will be installed this fall as a detour bridge for this project. 

Jamie will bring timesheets down later for Chairman McGinley to sign.

Action on West View Minor Subdivision Final Plat and Improvements Agreement:

Planner Rick Hartz and Developer Beverly Butler joined the meeting.  Previous to this meeting the Commissioners were given the Final Plat Report of this Subdivision to review.  

The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends Final Plat approval of the West View Minor Subdivision. The conditions of approval that were placed on this subdivision at the time of Preliminary Plat approval (November 23, 2009) have been met or will be otherwise satisfied prior to the filing of the final plat with the exception of conditions #9 the installation of two approaches and #11 the installation of a 5,000-gallons tank for fire suppression. The developer will be entering into an Improvements Agreement with the Commissioners for the completion of these two improvements. 

The final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County. 

The highest bid for these improvements including the 125% guarantee was $16,375.  At their last meeting the Commissioners approved accepting a personal check from Beverly as a guarantee that the improvements would be completed on time.  The proposed Improvement Agreement has a completion date of November 30, 2010. There is a lag time in the tank order, so Beverly asked if the tank is not ready by the completion date if she would be allowed and approved for a time extension to December 31, 2010.  The Commissioners agreed.  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Improvements Agreement for the West View Minor Subdivision be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman McGinley and Beverly both signed the Agreement.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Final Plat of the West View Minor Subdivision be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman McGinley signed the final plat.  

Action on Stone’s Throw Minor Subdivision Final Plat:

Rick presented the Final Report of the Stone’s Throw Minor Subdivision. The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends Final Plat approval of the Stone’s Throw Minor Subdivision. The conditions of approval that were placed on this subdivision at the time of Preliminary Plat approval (June 21, 2010) have been met or will be otherwise satisfied prior to the filing of the final plat.  The final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County. 

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Final Plat of the Stone’s Throw Minor Subdivision be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman McGinley signed the Final Plat.

Rick updated the Commissioners on the Johnson Minor Subdivision.

Other Topics of Discussion:

Sheriff Jay Hansen briefly joined the meeting to inform the Commissioners that he will be on vacation September 28 – October 2.

This quarter’s budget is over spent due to the increase of inmates.  Beaverhead County has housed two Madison County prisoners for the last six months.

Next month Jay will meet with County Engineer Jim Carpita regarding the specifications for the jail project.

Action on County Classification Designation:

Due to the fact the Department of Revenue has not transmitted county taxable valuations action could not be taken.   

Lunch Recess:
Chairman McGinley recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Discussion and Action on the Maintenance & Responsibility of the Two Undaunted Stewardship Sites:

Previous to this meeting the Commissioners received a letter from Merrita Fraker-Marble from Montana State University asking the County to take over the annual maintenance and upkeep for the Interpretive Site at Beaverhead Road and the site at Carroll Hill. It has been determined that the Beaverhead Rock site is located in Madison County. After discussion, the Commissioners referred the matter of the Carroll Hill site to the County Extension Agent to see if a 4-H Club would be interested in taking over the maintenance and upkeep of the Carroll Hill site.  Merritta will be informed as to the Commissioners action.

Old Business:

No old business was discussed.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the September 12 – 18, 2010 invoices for a total of $257,542.86. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Public Comments on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction:

No public comments were received.

News Media:

Chairman McGinley went over the day’s business with the news media.
