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October 5, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, October 5, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the September 28, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the September 28, 2009 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Report on County Projects:

Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn and Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.

Chairman Rice reported that mechanic Larry Skiles informed him that the Peterbilt 10-wheeler is losing oil pressure and he has fixed it several times.   The 10-wheeler will be sent to Butte for repair

There was discussion regarding the Carrigan Lane detour.  The semi-trucks will be detoured through Old Stage Road.  The corner of Old Stage Road on the east side of the Canyon Ditch will need to be widened.  Chairman Rice will contact Dennis Mioke of the East Bench Canal District because widening the road will be in the East Bench Canal’s right-of-way.  

Rick Smith needs to haul material over Browns Gulch Road and the road needs to be bladed, but the County does not have a blade in the area.  Rick will be given permission to blade Browns Gulch Road.  If the ground is not frozen, Rick will also blade the road when he has completed his project.

The job rejections letters for the permanent full-time road position will be mailed today.  Six people were interviewed for this position and Lonnie Rand has been hired.

The guardrails for the 3rd Avenue Bridge in Lima have been installed.

The forms for the Governor Creek Bridge project will be started to day and the rebar tied together.  The anticipated completion date for this project is October 26, 2009.

Rick asked about the Eliason Lane Road project because a five-acre subdivision is being proposed in this area and the condition of this Road will be an Issue. Anderson Engineering has completed a plan and profile on this Road, so County Engineer Jim Carpita can calculate the quantity of material for rebuilding this Road

.

Jeremy Fadness from WWC Engineering has emailed Rick a concurrence form for the Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path bid.  Later in the meeting Chairman Rice signed the Notice of Award letter for this project, which will be given to R.E. Miller and Sons Construction.

Commissioner Haugland reported that on October 27, 2009, Tim Swanson from the Nature Conservancy is doing a presentation on how the Conservancy works and what it has accomplished in Beaverhead County.  Tim has invited the Commissioners and their wives to this presentation.  Commissioner Haugland and Ruth will be attending.  The other Commissioners declined the invitation due to conflicts with other meetings.

The Road Department Report for September 27 – October 4, 2009 was submitted and is as follows:

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Catastrophic health insurance for jail inmates was discussed.  MACo is contracting with Correction Risk Services (CRS) for this insurance, which has a 10,000 deductible.  The cost is 53 cents per day per inmate.  The excluded items in the policy such, as mental or nervous disorders, pregnancy, etc can be purchases for a higher rate.    The invoices will be mailed to Jay for his review.  CRS will also provide examination of all the medical billing.  CRS will get paid on the savings it finds on the billing.

Action on School Budgets:

County Superintendent of Schools Emily Rebish joined the meeting.  Emily distributed copies of the 2009-10 mills for all school districts.  She also distributed a comparison sheet of the 2008-2009 to the 2009-2010 mills.  Some of the levies were decreased because the schools received more Secured Rural Schools monies this year.  The Commissioners reviewed the budgets.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the 2009-2010 budgets be accepted and approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Chairman Rice signed all the school budgets.

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A RESOLUTION OF THE BEAVERHEAD COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
REALLOCATING A ONE-HALF OF ONE PERCENT (.5%) VEHICLE TAX

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Beaverhead County intend to reallocate a
"local option" one-half of one percent (.5%) vehicle tax; and

WHEREAS, the proposed local one-half of one percent (.5%) vehicle tax will be distributed in
accordance with law as set forth in Section 61-3-537, M.C.A., as amended by the 1991 Legislature, that
is, fifty percent (50%) of the proceeds to be distributed to the County, and the remaining fifty percent
(50%) to the County and the incorporated cities and towns within the County, apportioned on the basis of
population, as follows: for incorporated cities and towns, by multiplying the amount of money available by
the ratio of the population of the city or town to the total county population; and for counties, by multiplying
the amount of money available by the ratio of the population of unincorporated areas within the county to
the total county population; and

WHEREAS, the County, and cities and towns do need the monies generated by this tax to
maintain current services; and

WHEREAS, the distributions for Beaverhead County's share at approximately 75% of the total will
be as follows:

1000 - General Fund 100.0%. Approximately $360,000

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of County Commissioners resolves as follows:

One-half of one percent (.5%) local option tax on motor vehicles having a rated capacity of one
ton or less is ordered as authorized by state law.

DATE: This resolution shall be effective upon passage and approval.

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Donna had questions regarding fund 1000, other purchase services, PILT, Title III monies, health insurance fund 2372, etc. There will be a public hearing and a 45-day comment period for the $100,000 of Title III monies.  Donna agreed with the County’s PILT distribution. Donna stated that the Commissioners need to clarify what is being done with Title III monies.  She asked about the money for the Sheriff and the Search and Rescue for searches and training being the same amount of Title III. Commissioner McGinley stated that there is $100,000 to be used for emergency services and community fire mitigation projects and it is a coincidence that the amounts for these funds are the same for the Sheriff and for the Search and Rescue.  The monies for searches and training in the Sheriff’s budget and for Search and Rescue are reimbursed by the state.  There was further discussion about the expenditures of Title III monies, i.e. for fire mitigation projects.  Commissioner McGinley stated that the County will be having a public hearing and a 45 day comment and proposal period for Title III monies.

Donna stated that she couldn’t have anything to do with projects, per Commissioner McGinley words.  Donna asked for confirmation on this for the tape.  Donna again stated that she couldn’t have anything to with the projects, per Commissioner McGinley.  Commissioner McGinley agreed with her.

Other questions were answered, but not to Donna’s satisfaction.  Donna informed the Commissioners that she would let them slide this time, but they were on thin ice. For more detailed information, please refer to the recording of this meeting.

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RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH SMOKE FREE ZONES AROUND ALL
BEAVERHEAD COUNTY BUILDINGS

WHEREAS, the Montana Clean Indoor Air Act has prohibited smoking in
government buildings and all publicly used and accessed buildings, including, as
of October 1, 2009, all bars and casinos; and

WHEREAS, the ban on smoking in public places and buildings was
enacted, generally, due to the adverse health affects of inhaling second hand
smoke; and

WHEREAS, it is the policy of the Board of Commissioners to discourage all
citizens and County employees from smoking and using other tobacco products,
due to the adverse health affects, and the increased cost of medical care, and
health insurance associated with tobacco; and

WHEREAS, even before the enactment of the Montana Clean Indoor Air
Act, smoking within the Beaverhead County Courthouse was not permitted; and

'WHEREAS, when smoking is conducted immediately outside the doors
and near the windows of the Courthouse, the second hand smoke invariably
drifts upward and is pulled into the building itself, either by an open door or
window, or the air ventilation system; and

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Beaverhead County
Commissioners that such smoking, done immediately adjacent to the building,
even though it is conducted outside the building, and is unintentional on the part
of the smoker, nonetheless results in second-hand smoke entering the
Courthouse building itself; and

WHEREAS, the only means available to prevent the entry of second hand
smoke into the building is to establish designated smoking areas upon the
grounds of the Courthouse Complex, away from all entrance doors, windows,
and air ventilation systems of the buildings.

THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Board of
Commissioners of Beaverhead County does hereby establish 50 foot smoke free
zones around all Beaverhead County buildings.
