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October 11, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, October 11, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the October 3, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner Rice	moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the October 3, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn joined the meeting.
The following Road Department Report for October 2-8, 2011 was submitted:

Dillon Area
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Bloody Dick, Bannack Bench, Lovers Leap, Sweetwater, Frying Pan, Driveway, Anderson, Mountain View North and south, Webster, Cosgrove and Birch Creek.
· Rebuilt the stacking conveyor at the Old Landfill gravel pit.
· Repaired road signs on Rebish Lane on Hwy 278, Whitetail Lane and Sweetwater Road.
· Rebuilt the public roads in Hildreth Subdivision with gravel.  Project #1110-11.  
· Hauled gravel for stockpile at the Old Landfill, GP101.
· Hauled cement blocks to the County Shop. 
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Lima Area
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Big Sheep Creek, Little Sheep Creek, West, and Gosman. 
· Hauled gravel on Big Sheep Creek Road.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Wisdom Area 
· Bladed on Rock Creek Road.
· Installed a culvert on Rock Creek and Miner Lake Roads.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Scott reported that the graveling of the roads in Hildreth Subdivision #2 has been completed.  The next step is to magchloride the roads.  Cosgrove Lane was also graveled. The cost of the gravel was $180, which the homeowners will pay.

Scott emailed and called the Department of Fish, Wildlife and Parks (FWP) about obtaining a permit to do work in Rock Creek located in the Big Hole.  FWP never responded so a pipe was put in the Creek without a permit.  The County can do emergency work in a Creek without obtaining a permit first.

The Four Corners area on Blacktail Road was discussed.  Blacktail Creek is out of its banks and will cause road problems.  DES Coordinator Larry Laknar and Scott will do a site inspection to figure out what is the best way solve this problem.  Scott will contact David Schuett, the lessee of the property, where Scott feels the problem was started.

Jim reported that it will cost $6,300 to pour an 8 by 16 foot slab and build a frame for the compressor shed at the Dillon shop.  Kim Baker of KB Construction would like to get started as soon as possible.  Scott will get gas and phone locates right away then the crew will do the digging and put the gravel down.  Scott asked if the shed could be enlarged to 16 by 16 feet with an outside door to accommodate a fork lift.  Discussion ensued.  The Commissioners gave approved the enlargement of the shed to 16 by 16 foot.  Jim will contact Kim Baker.

Scott reported that the crews are mixing sand to get ready for winter.

Scott was given a letter from the owners of the Bar TT and an encroachment application for an encroachment on Brenner Lane and.  Scott will review the application and the letter.

Scott informed the Commissioners that Century Link was asked for a locate on Anderson Lane.  There was only one locate, but there were two lines. The line that was first hit was not marked so they assumed the locate was misplaced so the second line was hit.  The bill from Century Link is $759.  Scott will write a letter to Century Link to explain the situation.

Road Employee Luke Fitch has informed Scott that in his opinion Sage Creek Road is in good condition.

Jim reported that the “call for bids” for the surfacing of Eliason Lane was published.  The bids are based on the fact the contractor will excavate and truck-spread the surface gravel. The County crew will blade and compact it.  A bid for the base gravel was based on a contractor excavating and hauling the gravel and the County blading and compacting. Scott asked how many pipes will have to be installed. Jim said that for sure one pipe will need to be installed and perhaps another one below the Keef residence. During this project the County will be responsible for dust control on Old Stage Road.  The bids on the surface gravel will be opened next Monday.  The base work will be started within two weeks.

The bids for the Anderson Lane Bridge project will be opened this afternoon.  Based upon a 52 day fabrication the old bridge should be removed around December 16.  The Road should be closed for a week for the school buses.  The rest of the time the road will be closed it will be Christmas break.  Work on this project will be done through Christmas.

Jim reported that he has talked to Scott Marsh about researching when Third Street in Wisdom was abandoned and whether or not the County obtained an easement.  There is a ditch in this area that needs to be cleaned. A front yard has encroached into the ditch and further down the road the ditch has been completely filled.  There will need to be approximately 6 or 8 pipes installed in this area.  Jim stressed that when the County abandons a road the County needs to keep a utility easement.  The maintenance of the ditch was discussed.

First Reading of South Valley Road Speed Limit Ordinance:

The first reading of the abovementioned Ordinance was given and the following motion was read:

MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley             seconded that the South Valley Speed Limit Ordinance be adopted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

The seconded reading of this Ordinance will be given on October 24.  At that time the Ordinance will be signed and will then go into effect 30 days after the signing.  The Ordinance is as follows:





Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:

Planner Rick Hartz, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Todd Hazelbaker of Southern Title Company, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.  Rick distributed copies of the plat of Wisdom showing the alleys and streets in Wisdom that have been abandoned, along with a copy of the 1982 Commission minutes where the Commissioners abandoned the alleys and streets.

Todd’s client Don Walker owns lots 6, 7 and 8 in Block 1.  Don is going to do a boundary adjustment between the lots so his business and residence are separate pieces of property. Based on the abandonment the survey of the property should go to the middle of the abandoned street and alley, but Quit Claims Deeds have been filed.  Rick has checked with the Department of Revenue.  It looks like Mr. Walker is being assessed for the abandoned property.  Todd would like to have the County Quit Claim Deed to Mr. Walker the easterly eight feet of the alley in Block 1, adjacent to lots 6, 7, and 8. Jim suggested that the Commissioners make sure that utility easements, which can include drainage ditches, be retained be the County.   It was decided that Rick, Jim and the County Attorney will write a Quit Claim Deed for Mr. Walker.  Todd offered to research the other ownerships that are affected by the abandonment so that deeds can be recorded.  The Commissioner gave Todd their approval to do so.  All the deeds will retain a utility easement for the County.  Todd will contact Rick with the legal names that should be on the Walker’s Quit Claim Deed.  Todd suggested that when all the landowners involved are sent the Quit Claim Deeds that a letter of explanation be sent along with it.  

Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Open Bids for Anderson Lane Bridge Project:

Marvin Rehbeim of  RTI  Fabrication and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  Jim informed the Commissioners that two bids have been submitted and they are as follows:

Roscoe Steel Culvert – Missoula, Montana
   Bid security: bond was included
   Schedule and other certification that was required were not submitted.
Total:  $79,924

RTI Fabrication - Plains, Montana
Bid Security:  Check was included.
Schedules and other certification were included.  
Total:  $75,900.

Jim informed the Commissioners that RTI included a certificate from the American Institute of Steel Construction, which is for minor bridges, but the specs called for a major bridges certificate.  Jim stated that it might not be necessary to have certification for a major bridge.    Jim informed the Commissioners that the type of footing from RTI’s is precast concrete.  Jim is concerned if the County would have a way to lift the footings.  Jim will talk to Marvin about his concerns.

MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the bids be taken under advisement and a decision made on Thursday, October 13, 2011 at 10:30 a.m.

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BEAVERHEAD COUNTY SPEED LIMIT ORDINANCE
Ordinance No. 2011- 02

For County Road: South Valley Road #201-L (formally know as Centennial Valley

Road
1. DEFINITIONS:

A. MOTOR VEHICLE: Motor vehicle means every vehicle propelled by its
own power and design used primarily to transport persons or property
upon the roads and highways of the state. Included in this definition are
trailers, semi-trailers and house trailers.

B. VEHICLE: Vehicle means every device in, upon or by which any person
or property may be transported or drawn upon the public ways.

C. MOTORCYCLE: Motorcycle means a motor vehicle having not more than
three (3) wheels in contact with the ground with a saddle on which the
operator sits or a platform in which he stands and a driving wheel in
contact with the ground in addition to the wheels of the vehicle itself. A
motorcycle may carry one or more attachments and a seat for the
conveyance of a passenger. The term does not include a tractor.

D. DAYTIME/NIGHTTIME: Daytime is defined as one-half hour before
sunrise to one-half hour after sunset. Nighttime means at any other hour.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a motor vehicle or motorcycle of
any character upon a county road in excess of the posted speed limit.

3. The Posted Speed Limit for sections of South Valley Road #201-L , shall be as
follows:

(A) Beginning at the_intersection of the South Valley Road and the south
section line of Section 35, Township 14 South, Range 6 West P.M.M
and ending at the_Mile Marker 27.350 located in Section 23, Township
14 South, Range 2 West,

The SPEED LIMIT shall be 45 MPH.
Between Mile Marker 27.350 and Mile Marker 27.900 (through the town of

Lakeview) the speed limit is 20 MPH as per Ordinance #1990-03 (known at
that time as Centennial Valley Road.)
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(B) Beginning at Mile Marker 27.900 of South Valley Road located in the
southeast quarter of Section 23, Township 14 South, Range 2 West,

P.M.M. and ending at the Montana-ldaho border located in Section 19,

Township 14 South, Range 2 East, P.M.M.
The SPEED LIMIT shall be 45 MPH.

4. This speed restriction shall not operate as a waiver of the basic rule requirement,
which is any person operating or driving a vehicle of any character upon the public
roads of this county shall drive in a careful and prudent manner and at a rate of speed
no greater than is reasonable and proper under the conditions existing at the point of
operation taking into account the amount and character of traffic, condition of brakes,

weight of vehicle, grade and width of highway, conditions of service and freedom of
obstruction to view ahead. Persons shall drive so as not to unduly or unreasonably
endanger the life, limb, property or other rights of the other persons entitled to the use
of the road.
