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October 13, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in continued session on Thursday, October 13, 2011 at 10:30 a.m. for the awarding of the Anderson Lane Bridge project bid. Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Supervisor Scott Jones, Dillon Tribune Report Polly Taylor, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Jim distributed the following information:


Jim clarified that Roscoe Steel did have all required documentation with the bid package.  At the Monday meeting the documentation was overlooked.

Jim reviewed with the Commissioners the bid tabulation.  Jim explained that Roscoe Steel bid pre-fabrication farm box abutments and RTI bid pre-cast concrete abutments. 

Roscoe Steel’s abutments will require the County to purchase concrete and have it poured.  The bridge would not be set until the concrete is cured, which in December would be mean covering the concrete and using heaters.  It would take approximately seven days for the concrete to cure.

RTI’s abutments would be ready to be placed, but because of the weight of the abutments additional equipment would be needed.  Right after the abutments are placed the bridge could be set. Using RTI’s abutments would mean that the road would not have to be closed so long.   

Jim stated that he talked to Marvin Rehbeim from RTI and he submitted an alternative bid using prefabricated abutments like Roscoe Steel.

The pros and cons of each system were discussed.  Scott said that the crew knows what to expect with Roscoe Steel’s bridge.   Scott mentioned that RTI’s system would take about 1/3 longer to put together, but that he would not object to RTI’s bridge. Jim recommended that the bid be awarded to RTI Fabrication using RTI’s original bid.  Scott agreed.



MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the bid for the Anderson Lane Bridge project be award to RTI using RTI’s original bid.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
