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October 19, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, October 19, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the October 13, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the October 13, 2009 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Report on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Employee Scott Jones, Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  The following were reported and discussed:

· Mike was given a map and a press release on road restrictions for hunting in the Lima area.

· R.E. Miller and Sons construction is crushing gravel from the Martinell Gravel Pit in Dell. The County will purchase ¾ inch gravel from R.E. Miller.

· Mike stated that crushed gravel needs to obtained and stored in the Dillon area.  The Apex area could be used for storage because the County already has a state permit for Apex and is storing millings there already.

· The Road Department will haul Badger Pass gravel to Stonehouse and Frying Pan Roads this winter.

· The Corinne Trail Bridge project is complete except for the signs and for the guardrail ends.

· Vigilante Electric will wait until next spring to do the power line at Elkhorn.

· This Thursday, personnel from the State TSEP division will be in the Courthouse reviewing the files for the 3rd Avenue Bridge project.

· The contractor for the Governor Creek Bridge project was asked to salvage two culverts from this project, thus making a change to the contract.  This same contractor also destroyed a culvert on the 3rd Street Bridge project in Lima and was supposed to replace it.  The Contractor offered to make a trade for the culverts in the Governor Creek project with the 3rd Avenue Bridge project.  Jim accepted this offer.

· Coleman and Devers were approved to haul stumps, limbs, and branches from the Blacktail Deer Creek Mitigation project to the old landfill but they are also hauling garbage, tires, etc to the old landfill. A letter will be written to Coleman Construction instructing Coleman to remove the garbage and transport it to the landfill.

· The Road Department will fix the gate at the old landfill.

· Mike will again contact Loren Wallace from the Butte Division of Montana Department of Transportation about finding a used snowplow for the County.

· The Road Crew has the materials and will construct a few more barricades

· The BLM has given the County approval to use the Badger Pass gravel pit, so the crew will try to dig test holes this week.

· Jim updated Mike on the detours for the three TSEP bridges.

· A Union Representative wants to talk with the Commissioners and will call for an appointment.

· There was discussion regarding the Carrigan Lane Detour by the East Bench Canal. Mike suggested that in this area some property be purchased and a road be built so that the bridges would not have to be used.

Mike submitted the following Road Department Report for October 11-17, 2009:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on Blacktail Road.

· Cleared trees on the corner of Schuler and Freeman Lanes.

· Cleared out shop for installation of a new waste oil heater.

· Moved equipment.

· Road checked Dillon area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  North Valley, South Valley and Stibal.

· Screened gravel on Big Sheep Creek Road.

· Road checked Lima, Dell and Centennial Valley area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed on the Lower North Fork and Little Lake Creek Roads.

· Moved equipment.

· Road check of Wisdom and Jackson area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen, Fish, Wildlife and Parks (FWP) Biologist Craig Fager, FWP Game Warden Rick Schmauch, and FWP Officer in Training Drew Scott.

Rick distributed copies of the FWP’s proposed press release regarding road restrictions in the Lima area. Maps of the proposed restrictions were also distributed. The FWP has met with landowners in the area and several of them offered parking areas on their property for hunters.  Maps were distributed showing these parking places.   The Commissioners reviewed the proposed press release and maps.  The following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that starting October 21, 2009, the following temporary road closures be authorized:


Close Reeder and West Roads and the East/West Section of Chute Canyon Road to all but local and work-related traffic.  In addition, Little Sheep Creek Road will have a travel restriction in place that allows through traffic, but no stopping or parking along the road way and that these restrictions will be reviewed again at the Commissioners’ November 2, 2009 meeting. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











At this time Chairman Rice recessed the Commissioners meeting for the 911 Committee meeting.

At 1:30 p.m. Chairman Rice reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz present. 

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting, but had nothing to report.

Old Business/ Other Topics of Discussion:

There was no old business to discuss.

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the October 11-17, 2009 invoices for a total of $56,002.86. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
