October 22, 2007 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on October 22, 2007, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Absent:  Commissioner Mike McGinley was participating in the Montana Trade Delegation Tour of Japan.
The minutes of the October 15, 2007 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the minutes of the October 15, 2007 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the following Road Reports:


September 30 – October 6, 2007


Dillon Area

· The shoulders of Airport Road, Laknar Lane, Schuler Lane, Pioneer Road, and Sweetwater Road were mowed.

· Gravel was hauled to and a culvert was install in Old Canyon Road.

· A “Yield” sign was installed on Old Canyon Road.

· Gravel was hauled to Ski Hill Road.

· A culvert was installed and a ditch was dug for the Jackson drainage project.

· Old Canyon Road, Cold Spring Creek Road, Bon Accord Road, Smith Road, and Crystal Lane were bladed.

· Friday and Saturday the Pioneer Scenic Byway was plowed.

· Snow equipment was mounted on the trucks.

· Roads in the Dillon, Glen, Horse Prairie, and Grasshopper areas were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Reeder Road and Munday Lane were bladed.

· A bridge from Mansfield Lane was relocated to Corinne Tail.

· Lima and Dell area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Miner Lake Road, Lower North Fork Road, and a part of Skinner Meadows Road were bladed.

· A culvert was installed and a ditch was dug for the Jackson drainage project.

Dillon Area

October 14  – 20, 2007


Dillon Area

· Two cattleguards were installed in Schoolhouse Road at the intersections of Hartwig Lane and Willow Creek crossing.

· Anderson Lane, Bond Road, Schoolhouse Road, Sweetwater Road, and Stone Creek Road were bladed.

· The shoulders of Blacktail Road and Carrigan Lane were mowed.

· Rock was hauled from Gravel Pit 102 to Schoolhouse Road for cattleguard installation.

· Rock and pit run gravel from Gravel Pit 108 was hauled to Willow Creek for cattleguard installation.

· Millings were hauled from the Apex Gravel Pit to Dutchman Lane and Schoolhouse Road.

· Snow was plowed on the Pioneer Mountain Scenic Byway.

· The crew attended a training class on the “Finer Points of an Unpaved Road”.

· Dillon, Glen, and Grasshopper area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Big Sheep Creek Road and the South Valley Road were bladed.

· A culvert was installed in South Valley Road at Alaska Basin.

· The crew attended a training class on the “Finer Points of an Unpaved Road”.

· Lima and Dell area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Gibbonsville Road was bladed.

· The shoulders of the Pioneer Scenic Byway were mowed.

· The crew attended a training class on the “Finer Points of an Unpaved Road”.

· Wisdom, Big Hole, and Jackson area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Richard has talked to Erland Gendreau from G & E Surveying about the Grant, Montana Survey.  Erland will have the survey filed in a few weeks.


Judy Tillman from Headwaters RC&D called last week about Lima’s CTEP project.  Richard will call Judy regarding this matter.


Richard reviewed information on the Comprehensive Highway Safety Plan – Highway Safety Improvement Program.  Richard will find out if the access from Pioneer Drive onto Highway 91 North would qualify for this program.  There was discussion regarding Pioneer Drive.  In the past, Richard has been unable to find documentation showing that the County took ownership of this Road from the Montana Department of Transportation.  Richard will research this matter.


The bridge on Mansfield Lane across Horse Prairie Creek is complete and open.


Richard informed the Commissioners that cattle haulers are still using Sweetwater Road.  Discussion ensued.  Richard will prepare a weight limit ordinance for Sweetwater Road and a permit to haul over the limit will have to be secured from the Road Department.  The County will have Carter Creek Road and Nissen Lane posted as a truck route.  Richard left the meeting.


County Attorney Marv McCann joined the meeting.  Marv has not heard back from Ed Scott regarding the second letter that the County sent him.    Mr. Scott has not applied for a 404 permit from the Army Corp of Engineers.  Marv left the meeting.


At this time the Commissioners reviewed a Resolution To Adopt Subdivision Parkland Market Value Determination Policy and the following motion was made:

Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the Resolution To Adopt Subdivision Parkland Market Value Determination Policy be adopted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

The Resolution is as follows:
RESOLUTION NO. 2007 -25 

RESOLUTION TO ADOPT SUBDIVISION PARKLAND 

MARKET VALUE DETERMINATION POLICY


WHEREAS, 76-3-621 (9)(a) MCA provides that a subdivider shall dedicate to the governing body a cash or land donation equal; and

WHEREAS, there is new development occurring in Beaverhead County; and 

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Commissioners feel that it is in the best interest of Beaverhead County to have a Subdivision Parkland Market Value Determination Policy.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Beaverhead County Commissioners that Beaverhead County have a Subdivision Parkland Market Value Determination Policy.

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Rice and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Paul Rebich, Raymond Graham, John J. Hren, Jr., Cheryl Hren, Jeff J. Nelson, Beverly Hren, Renee Klakken, and Scott Marsh joined the meeting.
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Paul stated that he represented Rebich and Sons Livestock’s concerns about the status of Small Horn Road.  Paul has compiled past documentation about this Road, has talked to the County Attorney, and has consulted attorneys.  Paul asked that the Commissioners review the information packet and consider adopting the Road as a County Road.  Paul requested that the County Attorney review the information.  Paul has given copies of this information to the Hrens and will provided copies to the other landowners in the area through which this road runs. Small Horn Road runs from the end of Carrigan lane to the North end of Sage Creek Road.   Portions of this Road are open to public travel, but the lower portion is locked.  

GIS Coordinator and Rural Addressing Coordinator Scott Marsh stated that he did not GPS this road or assign addresses due to the fact there was a locked gate.  When Scott started to GPS the roads the policy was not to cross a locked gate or go beyond “No Trespassing” signs.  To date Scott has not received request for addresses on this Road.

Paul stated that Small Horn Road crosses a corner of State land in Section 36 and it also crosses quite a lot of BLM land.

Chairman Haugland asked if Paul was requesting some type of legal action from the Commission.  Paul responded that he is requesting that the County adopt Small Horn Road by Resolution.

Chairman Haugland asked for further comments.  Cheryl Hren read the following statement into the record:
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Chairman Haugland recommended that the Commissioners transfer Paul’s information packet to the County Attorney for his determination. Commissioner Rice concurred.

Renee Klakken asked that the landowners involved be notified if this matter comes before the Commission again. Renee was told that the Commissioners’ Administrative Assistant would call one of the landowners if and when this matter comes before the Commission again.   Paul, John, Cheryl, Jeff, Beverly, Renee, and Scott left the meeting.

Mike Probst submitted a petition to abandon Coyote Creek Road at Bloody Dick Road north through the Hirschy Ranch, Kuntz property, and Shaffner property.  This petition will be submitted to the Clerk and Recorder for verification of signatures.


The Commissioners reviewed and approved the October 14 - 20, 2007 invoices for a total of $192,297.92. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.


The meeting was adjourned at 2:30 p.m. and Commissioner Rice left the meeting.
