The minutes of the October 20, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:

Road Department Update:

Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin briefly joined the meeting to submit the Road Department Report for October 12 – 18, 2008:

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting and reported that he will be meeting with the Bump’s attorney onsite at Lovell Road to discuss the Lovell Road project.

New Deputy County Attorney Jayne Mitchell will start on November 3, 2008.  Jayne is a former Pondera County Attorney and has been contracting as a public defender in Deer Lodge and Powell Counties.  Jed left the meeting.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  For opening day of hunting season West Road located between Little Sheep Creek Road and Shute Canyon Road was closed and the closure went well.  There were three Fish and Game personnel in the County for the opening of hunting season.





There are six inmates in the jail at this time.

Jay will be meeting with a Barrett Memorial and Health Care representative to review medical billing for inmates.  The Hospital has 120 days to try to collect on the bills.  After the 120 day, the County is obligated to pay 70 percent of the bill.  Jay left the meeting.

First Reading of the Amended Subdivision Ordinance:

Surveyor Don Alley joined the meeting.  Don was given a copy of the proposed Subdivision Regulations amendments.  Don left the meeting.

WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of Montana enacted Sections 7-1-201
through 7-1-203, MCA, providing the Board of County Commissioners may establish
certain administrative boards, districts and commissions by adoption of resolutions; and

WHEREAS, 67-7-302, MCA authorizes the creation and appointment of a
Beaverhead County Airport Appeals Board;

NOW THEREFORE BE RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1.

The Beaverhead County Airport Appeals Board shall consist of five (5)
members. Members of the Board shall be appointed by the County

Commissioners.

The terms of the Beaverhead County Pierring Board shall commence on
the 1st day of each year. The members shall serve staggered three (3)
year terms on the Board. Pursuant to this resolution, members appointed in
2008 will be appointed for one, two, and three years of service in order to
establish this staggered pattern. Subsequent appointments to the Board
shall be for three (3 year terms.

The majority of the members of the Beaverhead County Airport Appeals
Board constitutes a quorum for the purpose of conducting business and
exercising powers and responsibilities; action may be taken by a majority of
members present and voting.

Beaverhead County Airport Appeals  Board members shall be residents of
Beaverhead County. Members must be willing to attend meetings and other
functions related (o issues relevant to the Beaverhead County Airport
Appeals Board. Special qualifications for membership shall include: One
(1) member must live in the Dillon Airport Affect Area, one (1) member must
live within the City of Dillon, one (1) will be the chairman of the Beaverhead
County Planning Board, and two (2) members at large.

Members must be appointed by the Board of County Commissioners. The
Commissioners shall post prospective membership vacancies at least one
month prior to filling the vacancy.

The Board of County Commissioners shall maintain a register of
appointments to the Beaverhead County Airport Appeals  Board and the
date of appointment.

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ORDINANCE REVISING BEAVERHEAD COUNTY
SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS

WHEREAS, the Montana Subdivision and Platting, Act, Title 76, Chapter 3,
Montana Code Annotated authorizes subdivision regulations; and

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Commissioners previously adopt
Beaverhead County Subdivision Regulations by Ordinance #2007-02 for the purpose of
regulating subdivisions in Beaverhead County, Montana; and

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Planning Board has prepared and
submitted to the Beaverhead County Commission certain proposed revisions to the
Subdivision Regulations;

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Commission, before adopting said
proposed revisions to the regulations held a public hearing on October 20, 2008 and
gave public notice of the intent to adopt said regulations and of the public hearings by
publication of the time and place of public hearings in The Dillon Tribune Examiner of
not less than 15 days or more than 30 days prior to the date of hearing; and

WHEREAS, said proposed revisions to the Regulations are proper and
appropriate, have the general support of the public and are appropriate to administer,
regulate, and enforce subdivisions within Beaverhead County, Montana.

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that those certain revisions to the Beaverhead
Subdivision Regulations submitted to the Beaverhead County Commission are hereby
adopted.

THIS ORDINANCE shall be effective thirty (30) days from the final passage and
approval.

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A Resolution Providing Organization of the
Beaverhead County Resource Use Committee

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Resource Plan needs to be updated; and

The
Commissioners shall post prospective membership vacancies at least one
month prior to filling the vacancy. The Commissioners shall appoint a five
(5) member Committee of citizens from the qualified applicants.
