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October 31, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, October 31, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn.  Commissioner Tom Rice was absent due to an illness in the family.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

Scott Jones reported that the shop floor is being worked on.  The shed is being built for the compressor storage.  

The Blacktail Deer Creek Project for realignment of the stream on Buster Brown Road first permit is done.  The rest of the stream work to remove debris will be worked on this week.  SPA 124 permits were obtained from Fish, Wildlife and Parks.

The Road Department crews will be going back to working eight hour work days starting next week on November 7th.  

Scott reported the Wise River Swamp Creek Road blade project was worked on.

Scott also said the crews are getting ready for winter.

Matt Jaeger from Fish, Wildlife and Parks talked to Scott about O’Dell Creek on South Valley Road.   FWP is going to put a bridge in there.  This project will not start until spring due to hunting season.

The following Road Department Report for October 23 - 29, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Sweetwater, Medicine Lodge, Old Armstead, Big Horn, Browne’s Bridge and Old Landfill gravel pit GP101.
· Worked on the Blacktail Creek realignment project.
· Worked on the Dillon shop floor project.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  North Valley, Hansen, Dell Airport and Bimat.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Twin Lakes, Rock Creek, Wise River, Dewey, Little Lake Creek and Miner Lake.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting.  Jim Carpita reported that Jed is here to talk about the Eliason Lane road improvement agreement with Paul Rebich.  A discussion ensued regarding how much gravel is needed and what needed to be in the agreement.  

Scott Jones said that Gilman Construction has moved their crushing operation out of the area, so the crushing portion will cost more.  Jim said it may have to go out for bid. 

Jed Fitch wanted specifics for the agreement; 10,000 CY minimum and Paul Rebich would be responsibility for the permits.  Subdivision approval needs to include the improvement of Eliason lane for the subdivision.  Jed thinks we should work on the site distance issue for safety.  Commissioner McGinley said there is a cap on this project of $150,000. 

On other County projects, Jim Carpita said that we finally got the contract for the new three TSEP bridge projects.  Jim reported there are some adjustments that will need to be made on the TSEP contract regarding the actual bridge structures before it can be signed.

Jim reported that he did a bid package for a new Glen dumpster site for Sanitarian Larry Laknar.

Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley and Road Secretary Jamie Flynn present.  

Opening and Action on Junk Vehicle Hauling Bids:

Junk vehicle administrator Lee Diedrich entered the meeting.  She reported there were two bids received for hauling junk vehicles for the County.  

Ted’s Repair bid was for $75 per vehicle for a ten (10) mile radius and then $1.50 a mile after that.  They also included an equipment list and proof of liability insurance.
Whitehall Truck and Towing’s bid was a flat rate of $80 per vehicle in the city limits and $1.25 a mile outside of the city limits.  They do have the ability to obtain the liability insurance.  

Lee said Turney Towing is no longer in business.  Lee has a vehicle that needs to be picked up right now.  She will do an overview of the two bids and get back to the Commissioners.  Lee then left the meeting.

Lee returned to the meeting gave a bid summary to the Commissioners.  Lee recommended Ted’s Repair with a bid of charging $75 per vehicle and $1.50 a mile after a ten mile radius.   

MOTION:  Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that at the recommendation of the Junk Vehicle administrator the junk vehicle hauling bid be awarded to Ted’s Repair as the apparent low bidder.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
	
Action on the West View 2 Subsequent Subdivision Final Plat and Improvements Agreement:

Polly Taylor, Jim Carpita, County Attorney Jed Fitch, Bev Butler and Paul Rebich entered the meeting.   

Commissioner Haugland said he would like to start with the road improvement agreement before we start on the subdivision plat discussion.  The agreement needs to be signed before the subdivision plat is approved.  

Paul Rebich said that he wants to have a time frame of when the project will be started and finished, so he can plant the field where the gravel pit will be.  Discussion took place on what is needed in the agreement.  County Attorney Fitch went to make edits on the draft agreement.  

Bev Butler gave the subdivision improvement agreement check from Wild Rye, LLC, for $34,004.56 to the Commissioners.  The completion of the subdivision improvements need to be done by October 15, 2012.  If the improvements are done by that date, the check will be returned.

	MOTION:  Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded to accept the improvement agreement and check from Idaho Wild Rye, LLC.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Haugland signed the subdivision improvement agreement.  Clerk and Recorder Debbie Scott attested the agreement and Financial Officer Betty Tinsley notarized the signatures.  

Jed updated the agreement for the road improvement agreement which was a stipulation for the plat approval.  Paul Rebich signed the agreement and Commissioner Haugland also signed it.  

	MOTION:  Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner seconded to approve the West View 2 Subsequent Subdivision Final Plat.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
