November 3, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, November 3, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, and Commissioner Mike McGinley. 
Meeting with Lima Road Crew at Lima Shop:

The Commissioners traveled to Lima and met with the crew.  There was discussion regarding equipment, projects, the maintenance of the shop, and needed supplies.  The County just purchased for $49,500 a 2001 John Deere 410G 4 wheel-drive extend-a-hoe backhoe with 2,900 hours.    

The following Road Report was submitted:

Dillon Area

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Brenner, Bloody Dick, Rock Creek, Browne’ Bridge, Hartwig, East Bench and Smallhorn to BLM gravel pit.

· Bladed and watered Crystal Lane.

· Hauled riprap to the Upper and Lower North Fork Roads.

· Installed two culverts on the Upper North Fork Road.

· Installed a culvert on the Lower North Fork Road.

· Hauled gravel on Upper and Lower North Fork Roads.

· Installed three 35 mph speed limit signs on the Sweetwater Road. 

· Road checked Dillon, Glen and Horse Prairie area roads. 

· Received a used backhoe for the Wisdom Shop.  

· Equipment service and repair.

Lima Area

· Bladed on Big Sheep Creek Road. 

· Road checked Lima, Sage Creek and South Valley area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Blade the Upper North Fork and Lower North Fork Roads.

· Installed a culvert on the Lower North Fork Road.

· Installed two culverts on the Upper North Fork Road.

· Hauled gravel on the Upper and Lower North Fork Roads.

· Road checked Wisdom and Jackson area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Sheriff’s Office Update:

The Commissioners met with Sheriff Jay Hansen in the Commissioners’ Board Room at the Courthouse. Jay submitted a repair bill for $1,452.94 from Beaverhead Motors for damage that was done to a patrol car by a Road Department pickup truck.  This estimate includes $300 for decals. This invoice will be paid out of the Road Department budget.

Jay has purchased a used 2008 Ford Expedition with 21,000 miles for $18,500. For $2,000 Idaho Falls Contractor John Poole will install the police package on the car. Jay left the meeting.

Planner Rick Hartz – Final Plat of the Morrison 2 Minor Subdivision:

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting and submitted the final plat report for the abovementioned subdivision. The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends final plat approval of the Morrison 2 Minor Subdivision. The conditions that were placed on this subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (August 21, 2006) have been met, or will be met prior to filling.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the final plat of the Morrison 2 Minor Subdivision be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with all Commissioners present.  

NACo Conference Call Regarding Secured Rural School Funds and PILT Payments.

All Commissioners participated in the abovementioned conference call.

Public Comment on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction

Due to the NACo conference call, only Chairman Rice met with Jeff Daugherty, BLM Right-of-way specialist, Lynn Cole from Beaverhead Title Company, County Attorney Jed Fitch, and Deputy County Attorney Jayne Mitchell to discuss the Coyote Creek Road right-of-way through BLM property.  This matter will be on next week’s agenda. Jeff, Lynn, Jed, and Jayne left the meeting.

The NACo Conference was concluded and Commissioner Haugland and Commissioner McGinley rejoined the meeting.

Coordinator for the Department of Natural Resources and Conservation Services Mike Brady joined the meeting and discussed with the Commissioners the Headwaters RC&D personnel situation.  Mike left the meeting

Appointment of Members to the Newly Created Airport Appeals Board:

Last week by Resolution, the Commissioners created an Airport Appeals Board.  At this time the Commissioners are confirming the appointments to this Board.

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the following appointments to the Airport Appeals Board be confirmed: Patti Rowland be appointed as the AAA Board member that lives within the AAA, Scott Marsh be appointed as the member who lives within the City of Dillon, Eldon Ayers be appointed to the Board because he is the Chairman of the Planning Board, and Garth Haugland and Steve Cottom be appointed as members at large.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











The terms of the members will be decided at the organizational meeting of the Board.

Discussion of Request for a Speed Limit on Munday Lane:

The Commissioners have received a written request from Clint and Shanda Broere for a speed limit on Munday Lane.  Their house and corrals are located right next to the road and people have been driving at unreasonable speeds through their property. Small children, pets, and livestock are often near the road.  The first reading of a 25 mph speed limit ordinance for this road will be on next week’s agenda.  The speed limit will begin approximately 500 feet east of the Clint and Shanda Broere’s buildings and corrals and will end at approximately 500 feet west of the buildings and corrals.  The County will purchase and install 25 mph speed limit signs. Two hundred feet west of the buildings and 200 feet east of the buildings “children at play” signs will also be posted. 

Discussion on Blacktail Road Speed Limit and Speed Limit Signs:

The Commissioners reviewed the 1990-04 Speed Limit Ordinance for Blacktail Road.  The 25 mph speed limit begins at the Junction of Old Highway 91 South and Blacktail Road and ends at the junction of Blacktail Road and Antone Ranger Station Road.  The Commissioners will advise the Road Department that speed limit signs need to be installed in the area from the end of the pavement to- the Matador Ranch. 

Walk-ins:

Deputy County Attorney Jayne Mitchell briefly joined the meeting and introduced herself Dillon Tribune reporter Barb Bauerle joined the meeting to interviewed Jayne.    Jayne left the meeting.

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Old Business:

There was no old business to discuss

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the October 26 – November 1, 2008 invoices for a total of $21,598.22. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
