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November 8, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, November 8, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the October 25, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland   moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the October 25, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting. 

The following Road Report for October 31 – November 6, 2010 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on Schoolhouse Road.

· Processed gravel at the Apex Gravel pit.

· Hauled gravel to and installed a cattleguard on the Birch Creek Road.

· Hauled gravel to and installed a culvert on the Schoolhouse Road.

· Seeded the following gravel pits:  GP303 at Highway 43, GP300 at Highway 278, GP210 at Alaska Basin, GP107 at Frying Pan, GP104 at Badger Pass, GP124 at Medicine Lodge/Paul Hansen.

· Road checked Melrose, Glen, Horse Prairie and Dillon area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed on Reeder Road.

· Road checked the South Valley, Lima and Dell area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed on the following roads:  Twin Lakes, Little Lake Creek, Skinner Meadows and Lower North Fork.

· Road checked the Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Mike reported that he went to Helena last week to look at 1990 Chevy snowplow truck.  The Commissioners were given pictures of this truck.  Mike feels that this truck will work for Wise River or Dillon.  The truck has 210,000 miles on it. 

There was discussion about purchasing a 544K John Deere loader.  The County can piggyback on the state’s bid.  The Commissioners made the decision to purchase the 544K loader and a rear counterweight.  RDO will be contacted about this decision.  Mike will review the options that are available. 

The owner of Hollow Construction has asked Mike if the County would extend the gravel-crushing contract at the Apex Gravel Pit for a week or two.  If the contract is extended he will not have to pay overtime and work the weekends.  Jim pointed out the contract states that work cannot be done on the weekends and that the RAC monies that will be used for this project have to be expended and all paperwork completed by December 31, 2010.  The Commissioners granted Hollow Construction a one-week extension.  Jim will write the change order.

Mike has received information on three “walk n rolls” from LyCot Enterprises, Inc. and gave the information to the Commissioners to review. The cost estimate in the packet for the three rollers is $51,855.  Mike stated that he has been notified that the actual cost is  $1,000 less thus making the actual cost for the three rollers $50,855.  The Commissioners decided that two rollers would be purchased at this time.  
The County has received 12 job applications for the Road Department job in Lima.  Four of the applications came from the Lima area, three of them came from the Dillon area, and five came from out of town.  Mike and the Commissioners will review the applications and pick three people to interview.  The interview panel will consist of Mike Shafer, Chairman McGinley, and Jamie Flynn.  The questions and score list from the last job interviews will be used.  The interviews will be done this Wednesday afternoon.

Mike has tested the gravel from the Apex Gravel pit with a sieve.  The results were reviewed and discussed.  Pioneer Technical Services also took a sample and Mike is waiting for these results.

Commissioner Haugland received a call from Wally Zobell last week. Wally reported that there are willows hung up under the new Governor Creek Bridge on Skinner Meadows Road and because of this the water is eroding the bank.  Jim will do a site inspection.  Wally was also concerned that the County was going to burn the willows that are stacked by his fence.  Mike informed the Commissioners that these willows would be moved to a different location next spring and then burned.

Commissioner Rice informed Mike that he received a call that there will be approximately 120 to 160 semi loads hauled on the East Bench Road from the Highway up to the “T” and that this road will probably need to be bladed.  There will also be approximately 100 semi loads hauled on Cross Lane and that Lane will need to be bladed.

Red Rock Refuge Manager Bill West has contacted the County to see if Elk Lake Road has a highway number because he is applying for federal monies to fix this road.  Commissioner Rice will call Bill to inform him that this road has a County number, but not a highway number.

Commissioner Rice has also received a complaint about Henneberry Road from the frontage road to the bridge being very rough.  Commissioner Rice informed the caller that this road is not a County road.  Commissioner Rice will call Chuck Reynolds from the Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) about this matter and about the road to the bottling plant. 

Chuck Reynolds called about royalties on the sand pile at Snowline Gravel Pit.  He is going through the process for the County to take over the state’s portion of this pit.  Commissioner Rice will also talk to Chuck about this matter.

Jim reported that on Wednesday he has a preconstruction meeting on the jail project with Kim Baker from Baker Construction and with a representative from a security firm in Bozeman.  Jim is still negotiating with Kim Baker on the Museum bid.

Jim informed the Commissioners that he sent MACo Attorney Mike Sehestedt the County’s insurance requirements for construction contacts for him to review.  Jim has still not heard from Mr. Sehestedt.  Chairman McGinley will call Mr. Sehestedt regarding this matter.

The Dillon Jaycees want to build a new stage at the Fairgrounds so Jim will be attending the Jaycee meeting on November 10, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss this project with them.

Jim reported that he has completed 12 of the 30 hours of continuing education classes.   

Dillon School District #10 Superintendent Glen Johnson and School District #10 Board Members:  School Bond/Recovery Zone Designation:

School District #10 Superintendent Dr. Glen Johnson, District #10 Board members Todd Hazelbaker and Mike Basille joined the meeting.  The voters in School District #10 approved a 9.5 million building levy and Glen submitted artists’ renditions of how the new portions of the school will look.   There are economic development stimulus monies still available from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 that the District can use if the Commissioners declare a “Recovery Zone”.  Using these economic develop stimulus monies would save the taxpayers of District #10 between $750,000 to $770,000 in interest for the life of the bonds.  Glen asked the Commissioners to consider passing a resolution designating a “recovery zone”.  The County does not incur any liability by designating this zone.  There was further discussion.  Glen and the Board members were informed that the Commission would take action on a Resolution Designating a Recovery zone at its November 15, 2010 meeting.  The District #10 Board will meet on November 16, 2010 to issue the bonds.  The bonds have to be sold by December 31, 2010.  District #10 residents will be able to purchase the bonds and also other entities that have bonding authority.  If this method of bonding is not successful the District can use tax-free bonds.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the County proceed with the resolution process for recovery zone designation. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Resolution #2010-31 – Requiring Certified Weed Seed Free Forage and Bedding at the Beaverhead County Fairgrounds be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
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Old Business:

There was no old business discussed.

Recess:
Chairman McGinley recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Attorney J.B. Anderson:  Request for a One-Year Extension of the Dutchman Springs Mountain Estates Improvements Agreement:

Attorney J.B. Anderson, Developer Dean Ovitt, and County Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  J.B. submitted a letter requesting a one-year extension to complete the required improvements to the Dutchman Springs Mountain Estates Subdivision.  The letter of credit is ongoing until the expiration of one year after the approval by the County. Dean stated that the reason the road and installation of the fire suppression tank have not be completed is that one or two of the proposed MISTI routes go through the property and the actual route has not yet been determined. The contractor has been paid for the fire tank and the road. Rick informed the Commissioners that there are no rules or regulations that limit the number of extensions that can be given for improvement agreements. Further discussion ensued.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved Commissioner Rice seconded that a one-year extension be given for the Dutchman Springs Mountain Estates Subdivision Improvement’s Agreement and that the expiration date will be October 1, 2011.

Matt Davison of Data Imaging Services:  Shared Records Management System:

Matt Davison, Clerk and Recorder Deb Scott, Deputy Clerk and Recorder Kristy Sauerbier, Computer Coordinator Chris Kraft, Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn, and Clerk of Court Sheila Brunkhorst joined the meeting.   Data Imaging Services has been in the record management business for 47 years.  The product is County Silo, which is Data Imagining System’s implementation of Papervision. Papervision is available on computer or hosted by the manufacturer.  County Silo is the hosted version.   The base entry-level cost is $105 per month, which equates to approximately 20,000 to 30,000 images. After the base level the cost is shared by other entities that are using the product.  Matt gave a demonstration of County Silo.  Questions were asked and answered.  The Commissioners acknowledged that there was interest from the different departments and asked Matt to discuss this program further with the individuals.

Public Comments on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction:

Susie Brown, Manager of the Humane Society of Beaverhead County, joined the meeting.  Susie informed the Commissioners that for the last 10 years the Society has been working with local law enforcement in picking up stray dogs in both the City and County when the dispatcher notifies Susie.  The Society has implemented redemption fees for these situations.  The fees help to cover the Society’s costs for the animal. Susie gave the Commissioners copies of the fee schedule.  Last week the dispatcher called Susie to pick up a dog within the City limits.  Susie knew who the owner of the dog and tried to call her.  Susie couldn’t leave a message because the message box was full, so Susie took the dog to the shelter.  This dog has been picked up nine times within the last year. Deputy Oldynski talked to Susie about the dog and at this time he was pleasant.  Later Deputy Oldynski came back and his whole demeanor was different.  He informed Susie that he had talked to Dillon Police Chief Paul Craft and Paul said that the Society could not charge redemption fees.  Susie was also told that the paperwork that the owner unusually has to sign, releasing the Society for any costs for medical conditions the animal might have obtained while being at the Society, would not be signed. Susie asked the Commissioners if they still want her to take care of stray dogs as she has done for the last 10 years, which includes charging redemption fees.  The Commissioners told Susie to continue in the same manner picking up strays in the County when the dispatcher calls, including charging redemption fees.  Susie will discuss this matter with Sheriff Jay Hansen and will also talk with the Dillon City Council.  The Commissioners will look further into this matter.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the October 31 – November 6, 2010 invoices for a total of $53,043.71. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

News Media:

Chairman McGinley went over the day’s business with the news media.
