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  November 14, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, November 14, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz. Commissioner Tom Rice was absent due to a death in the family.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Employee Russ Sigman, County Engineer Jim Carpita, and Road Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for November 6 - 12, 2011 was submitted:
Dillon Area
· Bladed on Old Armstead Road. 
· Repaired and replaced culverts on Mansfield Lane.
· Hauled gravel on Mansfield Lane.
· Plowed snow on Bannack Pass (Hwy 324) and the Scenic Byway.
· Removed fence panels at cattleguard on Bannack Pass.
· Removed culverts on Old Stage Road.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Lima Area
· Bladed on South Valley Road and the road to Snowline gravel pit.
· Hauled gravel and cleaned culverts on South Valley Road.
· Flood control on O’Dell Creek on South Valley Road.
· Hauled culverts to Little Sheep Creek Road.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Wisdom Area 
· Jackson Yard fence building project.  
· Cleaned Jackson Yard area.
· Repaired cattleguard on Skinner Meadows Road.
· Cleaned culverts on Skinner Meadows Road.
· Moved I-beams to Dillon Shop.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

Russ reported that culverts were replaced on Mansfield Lane and that gravel was put on the road; the road still needs more gravel.  Two culverts were replaced on Old Stage Road and ends were added to other culverts.

The Dillon crew is shorthanded this week due to sickness, vacation and jury duty.

The Eliason Lane project was discussed.  Jim stated that the Notice of Award will be issued this week.  The contractor will then need to submit the signed contract and insurance certificates to the County.  The Notice to Proceed will be issued after the other bids are opened next week.

Chairman Haugland reported that a Pioneer Lookout Subdivision resident called asking that more gravel be put on a portion of Frying Pan Road. Russ will do a site inspection of the road.

There was discussion about having an outside light installed by the front door of the 4-H Building. Jim will talk to Extension Agent J.P. Tanner about this matter. Later in the meeting Commissioner McGinley talked to J.P.  Commissioner McGinley was told that there is already a light there, but the bulb gets broken all the time.  

The Dillon Shop Project was discussed. This week cement will be poured for the four corners, one section in between, and the center portion where the drain will be located.

Jim reported that the engineers from Great West Engineering want to start the bridge inspections.  The Contract is for the inspection of 20 bridges, which the Commissioners have to prioritize the bridges.  Jim reviewed the 2009 Capital Improvements Plan with the Commissioners.  

Last week Jim and Commissioner Rice did a final walk through of the snow removal building at the Dillon Airport.  There are just a few punch list items that need to be fixed.  NorthWestern Energy still needs to hook up gas and electricity to the building.



Action on Bar Double T Encroachment Permit Application:

County Attorney Jed Fitch, Deputy County Attorney Evan Moppert, Planner Rick Hartz, and Rural Addressing Coordinator Scott Marsh joined the meeting. 

The owners of Bar Double TT Ranch have submitted an encroachment permit application for a slab of cement that was installed in the County’s right-of-way.  Prior to the installation of this slab a County road employee told the owners that before the slab is installed they would need to submit an encroachment application.  The owners chose to install the slab and then submit an application.  Some of the concerns of the Commissioners are that during the course of road maintenance the County will clip the slab with its equipment because the slab is up against the road, that the slab was installed so that equipment could be washed, but there is no drainage for the water, which would put the water onto the road, that machinery will be left parked on the slab and another vehicle could possible hit the equipment, and that issuing a permit would set precedence.  There was a discussion that if a permit is issued the owners would be required to indemnify the County, that the owners post a million dollar bond, and that the permit would be non-transferable.  This matter was tabled until next Monday, when all three Commissioners are present.  Jed informed the Commissioners that if the County is indemnified it would not completely absolve the County from liability.

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:

Planner Rick Hartz and GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh joined the meeting. Last week Surveyor Travis Wilson brought in copies of a plat of the 1987 Thompson’s Corner Subdivision, which is a five lot minor subdivision with a remainder.  The owners want to abandon the platted road and do a boundary adjustment.  The actual road has not been constructed and there is another access to the lots.  Jed stated that on the new survey there should be a line for each lot owner’s signature stating that they agree that the road be abandoned.  If the road was dedicated to the public the Commissioners would have to sign off on the abandonment.  Jed suggested that part of the road be given to Lot 4 for an access off of Highway 43.
