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November 16, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, November 16, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, and Commissioner Mike McGinley.

Minutes:

The minutes of the November 9, 2009 were not read.

Report on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin, Planner Rick Hartz, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  

There was discussion as to what bridges should be selected for the next TSEP application.  Some of the bridges mentioned were the Smith Gulch Bridge, the Upper North Fork Bridge, the Birch Creek Bridge by the headgate, the Big Sheep Creek Bridge across the Westside Canal by Johnson’s, two bridges on Sage Creek, and the Anderson Lane Bridge across the Beaverhead River.  It was discussed that the Montana Department of Transportation (MDOT) might replace the Anderson Lane Bridge across the Beaverhead River.

The Governor Creek Bridge project has been completed.  The cost for this bridge was $415,000. The funding for this project was from the U.S. Wildlife Service and the Big Hole Watershed. The County paid for the hauling of the riprap, the hauling of the fill, the hauling for the road surface and wages.  There was discussion about improving 8 to 10 crossings on Skinner Meadows Road across Governor Creek.

The crew is pushing fill at the Badger Pass Gravel Pit to put on Stonehouse Road in the Argenta area.

The waste oil furnace at the Dillon County shop is being installed this week.

R.E. Miller and Sons Construction is hauling fill for the Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path.  Qwest, Vigilante Electric, and Bresnan TV will be moving their utilities and putting them underground.

The Road Department Report for November 8-14, 2009 was submitted.
