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November 24, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, November 24, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
Minutes:

The minutes of the November 17, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the November 17, 2008 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Department Update:

Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin briefly joined the meeting to submit the Road Department Report for November 16 – 22, 2008.

DILLON AREA

· Attended a Safety Meeting.  

· Bladed on the following roads:  Lovers Leap, Old Armstead and Medicine Lodge.

· Installed speed limit signs on the following roads:  25 MPH on Beaverhead Lane, 45 MPH on Blacktail and Flynn, 45 MPH on Carrigan and Flynn, and 45 MPH on Carrigan and Stefonic.

· Installed a private road sign on Elwood Lane.

· Hand patched the road on Laknar and Webster Lanes.

· Installed a culvert on the South Valley Road.

· Cleaned the barrow pit on the South Valley Road.

· Installed a cattleguard on Gibbonsville Road.

· Staked a turn-around for the Dewey school bus.

· Hauled 120 cubic yards of sand to the Grasshopper for winter.

· Moved equipment from the Big Hole to the sand shed.

· Plowed snow on the Scenic Byway from Hwy 278 to Wise River.

· Road checked Dillon, Grasshopper and Glen area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

Jamie left the meeting.

The Commissioners received a letter from TSEP regarding the lack of progress reports for the County’s bridge replacement project.  The Commissioners will look into this matter.

Chairman Rice reported that Cliff Inge has purchased a right-of-way from Ollie Else along the west side of her property (1900 Anderson Lane).  The approach will intersect on the south side of Anderson Lane on top of the Morton Ditch (Meine/Erb).  Mr. Inge will be informed that he will pay for all materials and approach work and that the approach will meet the specifications of the approach permit.  The road surface will be 24 foot wide at the right-of-way line.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  The 2007 Expedition was delivered from Oklahoma.  At this time there are nine inmates in the jail.   Payment of medical bills for inmates was discussed   Commissioner McGinley explained to Jay NACo’s review of medical bills.  Jay informed the Commissioners about another problem between Warren Mussard and John Plutt.  There could be an issue of criminal mischief.

County Attorney’s Office Update:

Lease for Dewy Bus Turnaround

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting.  Jed submitted the lease agreement between Roger Malmquist and the County.  Roger, for no charge to the County, will lease property for a bus turnaround at Dewy.  Commissioner Haugland will take the lease to Mr. Malmquist.  There is hold harmless and indemnification language in the lease for the Malmquist lease.

Point of Contact for Information Requests

There was discussion that perhaps for the requests from the public for information on about County operations that there should be a point of contact for the County where the requests should be received.  No decision made.

There was discussion about the easement with Peggy Delaney for the Antelope Peak tower site.  Bob McWilliams has told Peggy that he would flag the area were the power line is to be buried.  Commissioner McGinley will call Bob regarding this matter.

Second Reading of Munday Lane Speed Limit Ordinance:

At this time the second reading was given and the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Speed Limit Ordinance 2008-04 for Munday Lane be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
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Ordinance No. 2008 - 04

For County Road: Munday Lane #334L

1. DEFINITIONS:

A. MOTOR VEHICLE: Motor vehicle means every vehicle propelled by its own power
and design used primarily to transport persons or property upon the roads and highways
of the state. Included in this definition are trailers, semi-trailers and house trailers.

B. VEHICLE: Vehicle means every device in, upon or by which any person or property
may be transported or drawn upon the public ways.

C. MOTORCYCLE: Motorcycle means a motor vehicle having not more than three (3)
wheels in contact with the ground with a saddle on which the operator sits or a platform
in which he stands and a driving wheel in contact with the ground in addition to the
wheels of the vehicle itself. A motorcycle may carry one or more attachments and a seat
for the conveyance of a passenger. The term does not include a tractor.

D. DAYTIME/NIGHTTIME: Daytime is defined as one-half hour before sunrise to
one-half hour after sunset. Nighttime means at any other hour.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a motor vehicle or motorcycle of any
character upon a county road in excess of the posted speed limit.

3. The Posted Speed Limit for Munday Lane #334L shall be as follows:

A. beginning approximately 500 feet east of Clint and Shanda Broere’s buildings and
corrals and ending at approximately 500 feet west of Clint and Shanda Broere’s buildings
and corrals.

The SPEED LIMIT shall be 25 mph





[image: image2.png]This speed restriction shall not operate as a waiver of the basic rule requirement, which,
is any person operating or driving a vehicle of any character upon the public roads
of this county shall drive in a careful and prudent manner and at a rate of speed no
greater than is reasonable and proper under the conditions existing at the point of
operation taking into account the amount and character of traffic, condition of brakes,
weight of vehicle, grade and width of highway, conditions of service and freedom of
obstruction to view ahead. Persons shall drive so as not to unduly or unreasonably
endanger the life, limb, property or other rights of the other persons entitled to the use of
the road.
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Planner Rick Hartz – Update on Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path
Planner Rick Hartz, Deputy County Attorney Jane Mitchell, Anderson Engineering Surveyor Don Alley, Dillon City Operations Manager J.S. Turner, Deputy Clerk and Recorder Kristy Sauerbier, Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin, Deputy County Attorney Jane Mitchell and County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting for this update and discussion.

Last week Rick met with Jeremy Fadness from WWC Engineering about the CTEP application for the Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path.    The draft application will be ready this week for the Commissioners’ to review.   It is proposed that the path would be on the Westside of Laknar Lane using the existing right-of-way.  Easements will have to be obtained from Morstein and possibly the Grace Baptist Church.  Anderson Engineering did a lot of the pre-work for the path and road alignments.  WWC is willing to do the engineering work for the project while Anderson Engineering does all the surveying work.  Anderson Engineer does have an engineer on staff in the Bozeman office would like to do the complete project from start to finish.    The first step is that Laknar Lane be declared a County road.  Jane will do the paper work for this declaration.   It is hoped that the construction for this project will start in early summer and be completed by mid-summer.  The invoices that have been paid for this project total $8,621.  These costs cannot be used as match money for the CTEP grant.

Update on COS 1548 AE

The Owens and the potential purchasers of the property, T.J. and Gay Reynolds, want the County to proceed to rescind this COS.  Kristy submitted the paperwork for a plat that was vacated in the past.  Kristy asked that the paper work to vacate this COS be formatted as required by the State and the signatures notarized so that it can be filed and microfilmed for the public record.  Jed will start the paper work on the vacating of COS 1548 AE.  

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with all Commissioners present.  

Old Business

There was no old business to discuss at this time.

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the November 16 – 22, 2008 invoices for a total of $45,096.42. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Public Comment on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction:

Public Health Nurse Sue Hansen and Financial Administrator Betty Tinsley joined the meeting. The Multi-County Public Health Emergency Plan (MCPHEP) group has been awarded a $50,000 Multi-State Learning Collaborative grant from the Robert Wood Johnson. The Counties in this Group consists of Anaconda-Deer Lodge, Butte-Silver Bow, Madison, Granite, Jefferson, and Beaverhead. All the Counties but Butte-Silver Bow would participate in this grant program. Each County will receive $10,000. The Counties involved have agreed each county would pay Beaverhead County $500 to be the fiscal agency.  Upon signing the contract, Beaverhead County will be sent $12,500.  Betty will deduct $2,500 from this amount, divide the money equally between the County, and send out checks.  Upon completion of the training the County would be sent $25,000, which Betty will divide between the Counties, and upon approve of the progress report Beaverhead County will be sent $12,500, which Betty will again divide the money between the Counties.  This grant ends April 14, 2009.  It was discussed that the Public Health budget will have to be amended.  Betty left the meeting.

Sue informed the Commissioners that there have not been any flu cases reported in Montana yet.
