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November 26, 2007 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on November 26, 2007, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the November 19, 2007 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the November 19, 2007 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report November 18 – 24, 2007.


Dillon Area

· Frying Pan Road and Lovers Leap Road were bladed.

· Gravel was hauled for a field approach at a new cattleguard in Schoolhouse Road.

· Gravel was hauled to and a cattleguard was installed in Rock Creek Road at 6.2 miles.

· The Scenic Byway and local area paved roads were plowed and sanded.

· Schoolhouse Road and Highway 324 (Bannack Pass) were plowed.

· Snow equipment was mounted on the trucks.

· Area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Snow equipment was mounted on trucks.

· The 920 Loader was moved to Dillon.

· The South Valley Road, and Lima and Dell area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Gravel was hauled to and a cattleguard was installed in Rock Creek Road at 6.2 miles.

· Wisdom and Jackson area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.
Because the County has been plowing and sanding the Scenic Byway everyday, Richard asked if the Pioneer Scenic Byway could be closed Thursday, November 29 instead of Sunday, December 2.  There is no extended hunting season in this area. The Commissioners gave Richard permission to close the Byway on Thursday, November 29.  This information will be given to the Dillon Tribune and Richard will also give Forest Service Public Affairs Officer Jack DeGolia the information.

Tommorrow Richard and representatives from the Montana Department of Transportation will do an inspection of the erosion control devices on Mansfield Lane.

The road crew ran out of time this year so the willow project in the Big Hole will be done next year.

The water drainage project in Jackson (Kade Krause) has been completed.

The Tipton Creek project and the Curry Creek project will both be completed next year.  The Stewart fencing project and approach project on Schoolhouse Road has been completed.  Mr. Stewart moved the fence and the County paid for half of the materials.

There are two cattleguards on Stoddard Lane that will be cleaned Thursday and some work will be done on the Rock Creek Bridge in the Big Hole.  Richard left the meeting.

The Commissioners discussed the Lima Town Council’s request for $20,000 of the County’s CTEP monies.  Patti will call Headwaters RC&D about the CTEP process and she will also contact Lima’s Clerk.  

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Things are going better in dispatch.  Both dispatchers that are on leave should return to full-time and by the middle of December Dispatch should be fully staffed.  Jay informed the Commissioners that the Overtime budget has been depleted.

Jay informed the Commissioners that he has not been happy with Dunn Communication’s work or lack there of on the E911 Centers.  The Center in the Courthouse is still not complete and it should have been completed in 2006 and the Center at the Search and Rescue building is not complete.  Jay is also explained why he is not happy with the new antenna on the Courthouse.  At the next E911 meeting the Board will discuss sending a letter to Dunn Communications regarding the lack of service to Beaverhead County.  Jay left the meeting.

The Commissioners reviewed a Resolution to Set Fee Schedules for Various Offices and the following motion was made:
