November 27, 2006 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on November 27, 2006, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the November 14 and November 20, 2006 meetings were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the November 14 and November 20, 2006 meetings be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for November 19- 25, 2006:


Dillon Area

· Road signs were installed on Hot Springs Road, Old Canyon Road, River View Road, Shepherd Road, Elkhorn Hot Springs Road, and Overland Road.

· Reflectors were installed at the snow mobile parking lot on Hot Springs Road.

· Argenta road was bladed.

· Snow equipment was mounted and a grader was moved to the Horse Prairie.

· A drainage ditch was dug for the Barretts/Gilman Construction 324 Gravel Pit GP125.

· Cleanup on the Polaris side of the Scenic Byway was done.

· Clean up was done at the Tash Gravel Pit GP116 at Polaris.

· Area roads were checked

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Snow equipment was mounted.

· Area roads were checked

· Maintenance and cleaning of the shop was done.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Snow equipment was mounted.

· Area roads were checked

· Maintenance and cleaning of the shop was done.
· Equipment was serviced and repaired.

Richard reported that the BLM sold the Bean Creek timber sale to Sun Mountain Logging.  The BLM has another timber sale on the Ruby Divide (Long Creek) that it hopes to let this summer.  There are a couple of bridges on the Ruby Divide that are not very long and one has an end that is sinking.  Richard will have an engineer evaluate the bridges and then post weight limit signs.


The Commissioners reviewed the resolution for using TSEP funding to replace Junction Creek Bridge in Lima.  The Commissioners suggested that the specific bridge be identified in the resolution. Richard will have this change made and submit the resolution later in the meeting.


Chairman Haugland gave Richard the Federal Highway Administration’s (FHWA) paper work to transfer ownership of the Scenic Byway to the County.  Before the paper work is signed, Richard will write a letter to FHWA listing the concerns the County has regarding this road.  


Richard will be doing a site inspection of the road that Bennett Owen has created on the property that he is going to subdivide.  There are storm water concerns and the approach to the Byway needs to be paved.


Richard met with Kevin Brewer and John Schuler from the Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) regarding the bridge on Highway 91 North, north of the Highway Department’s shop.  MDT and the County will work jointly on this project and MDT will provide the culvert. Richard, Kevin, and John also inspected the approach from Selway Drive to Highway 91 North.  John wants the approach fixed next summer.  This project will take quite a bit of fill, but Richard feels the project can be accomplished without acquiring property from the Jensens. 


Richard stated that he will try to renegotiate the purchase of a right-of-way on Frying Pan Road from Harold Brown.  At one time Harold promised the County a right-of-way in exchange for gravel, etc., but the County has not had time to do the work.   Richard left the meeting


County Attorney Marv McCann and Deputy County Attorney Kurt Steadman joined the meeting and health insurance issues were discussed.  Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.


Kurt gave the Commissioners and Jay copies of a draft of a resolution creating an E911 Committee.  The Commissioners and Jay suggested some changes.  Kurt will make the changes and submit the resolution later today. Marv and Kurt left the meeting.


Sheriff Jay Hansen reported that he has two reserve officers working as jailers and that he is in the process of deciding on an undersheriff.  Jay left the meeting.


The Commissioners opened mail and responded accordingly.


At this time the following motions were made:

Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Resolution Regarding Beaverhead City/County E-911 Board be adopted.  The motion carried unanimously.


RESOLUTION 2006-26

RESOLUTION REGARDING BEAVERHEAD CITY/COUNTY E-911 BOARD

WHEREAS, Beaverhead County has for a number of years had an active E-911 Board that has worked to establish and setup a countywide enhanced 911 service.  


WHEREAS, Beaverhead County now desires to formalize the appointment of the administrative board members and ratify the past decisions and actions of the Board.  


THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority of the Beaverhead County Commissioners all decisions and actions of the existing E-911 Board are hereby ratified.  


THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority of the Beaverhead County Commissioners hereby formally establish an E-911 Board to direct the establishment of and to set up a countywide enhanced 911 service.  


THEREFORE, the E-911 Board shall have the authority to establish its own rules and regulations that are consistent with the law including establishing by-laws to govern the actions of the board.  In addition, the E-911 Board shall have all the authority necessary to implement the enhanced 911 services.  


THEREFORE, the following persons are hereby appointed to the E-911 Board that consists of seven (7) members:  the Beaverhead County Sheriff, the Dillon City Police Chief, the Beaverhead County Disaster & Emergency Services Coordinator, one member of the Beaverhead County Commissioners, one member of the Dillon City Council, one representative from one of the Emergency Medical Services Boards located in Beaverhead County, and one representative from one of the Fire Districts located in Beaverhead County.
