November 29, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, November 29, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the November 22, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the November 22, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Employee Scott Jones,  Road Secretary Jamie Flynn, County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for November 21 - 27, 2010 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Plowed snow and sanded on the Scenic Byway and local paved roads.

· Plowed snow with a grader on the following roads and lanes:  Blacktail, Flynn, Stoddard, Birch Creek, Dutchman, Albers, Schoolhouse, Sweetwater, Ten Mile, Stone House, Argenta, Carter Creek – east end, Hwy 324 at Bannack Pass and Lemhi.

· Road checked the Scenic Byway at Elkhorn, Glen, Dillon, Horse Prairie and Blacktail area roads.

· Closed the Scenic Byway and Lemhi Pass on November 22nd for the season.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed on Sage Creek and Big Sheep Creek Roads.

· Plowed snow all area roads and Big Sheep Creek, Sage Creek, South Valley, Stibal and portions of the North Valley Roads.

· Road checked Lima, Big Sheep Creek, Sage Creek and South Valley Roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Plowed snow on the Scenic Byway, Bender Creek, Lower North Fork, Upper North Fork, Gibbonsville, Little Lake Creek and Big Swamp Creek Roads.

· Repaired a bridge deck on Lower Bender Creek Road.

· Mounted snow equipment.

· Road checked the Scenic Byway at Wise River, Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Mike reported that the crews are plowing snow today.  Some cattle in the Lima area were stranded due to the snow and the ranchers are trying to get them out.

Luke Fitch will not be able to plow to the Knox residence until 1:00 or 2:00 p.m. today.  Linda Talent has asked to have her road plowed.  The County will plow Sage Creek Road to the end of the road.  One plow in Lima is broken and mechanic Larry Skiles will start work on it today.

Yesterday, Mike plowed the Blacktail Road to the east fork of the Blacktail Creek where there were pickups and trailers snow bound.  Luke will try to keep Monida Hill open.  Mike asked that the Red Rock Refuge Manager be sent a letter asking him to use a snow blower on the South Valley Road, not a plow.

Mike has talked to Bill Hollow of Hollow Construction.  Bill is ready to have the Apex crushed gravel measured.  If the pile is short another pile will be started on the other side of the crusher. A sample of the pile will be taken today and Mike will ask Travis Wilson from Anderson Engineering to measure the pile.

The “road closure” signs in the Lima area will be removed as soon as all the roads are cleared.

There was discussion about the problem with the ditch on Flynn Lane.  Commissioner Rice suggested that when water goes over the road due to the problem with the ditch that Mike and La Cense Manager Race King meet on site to decide how the problem should be solved. Mike feels the ditch needs to moved to the field so when it over flows the water goes into the field.

Commissioner McGinley asked if Russ Kipp had made changes on his property so that water would not run on to the Pioneer Scenic Byway.  Commissioner Rice stated that he was up there last weekend and did not see any water, but he also could not tell if Russ had done any work.

The used snowplow the County just purchased is working well. 

 Mike reported that there was a phone message from a Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) representative informing him that the DEQ is denying the permit for the Alaska Basin Gravel pit due to the inability to inspect the site because of the weather. DEQ will be sending a letter regarding this mater.  Mike feels that next spring the permit will be approved.

Jim informed the Commissioners that on Wednesday the Owen Ditch structure will be re-installed with the correct bands provided.  The bands that Coleman Construction provided were the wrong ones.  This item will be put on the back charge list.

The invitation to bid on the Birch Creek Bridge project will be in published in The Dillon Tribune on December 1 and 8, 2010.  Jim gave the Commissioners a copy of the bid package.  The package includes a request for a bid security, but no bond and the request that the successful fabricator supply a person for up to two days to assist and direct the County crews on the placement of the structure.

At the Museum today work is being done on the furnace, the electrical, the framing, and the insulation.  The furnace will be located upstairs, not in the crawl space.

Discussion and Action on MACo/CRS Inmate Excess Medical Insurance Program Renewal:

Jay briefly stopped by to inform the Commissioners that he couldn’t make the meeting due to a funeral.

The Commissioners reviewed the above-mentioned renewal.  The cost per inmate was increased to $58 per day.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the renewal be approved and signed.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman McGinley signed the renewal

Discussion and Action on the Final Plat of the Rocky Mountain Ranch Second Minor Subdivision:

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting and distributed background information and the Final Plat Report on the Rocky Mountain Ranch Second Minor Subdivision.  This information was reviewed.

On February 16, 2009, the applicant requested that this proposal be split into two (2) phases to allow Tract J to be platted first. The Commissioners approved this request at their regular meeting on February 23, 2009, and in May of 2009, the Commissioners granted Final Plat Approval for Phase I (Tract J). All of the conditions from the original Preliminary Plat approval (October 20, 2008) that needed to be met for final plat approval for Tract B have been met or otherwise satisfied. The Planning Department recommends Final Plat Approval for Phase II, Tract B of the Rocky Mountain Ranches, Inc. Second Minor Subdivision. 

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Final Plat for the Rocky Mountain Ranches Second Minor Subdivision be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman McGinley signed the plats.

Old Business / Other Topics of Discussion:

Dorothy Stout joined the meeting to present the federal National Preservation Society Grant.  If this grant is awarded to the County two conservators will come to Dillon and advise and make recommendations to the Executive Director and Trustees on the collection and the buildings.  The cost to the County will be $480, which Executive Director Lynn Giles has told Dorothy can be taken from the Museum’s budget.  The grant was reviewed.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice second that the National Preservation Society Grant be approved and signed.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman McGinley signed the grant.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman McGinley recessed the meeting at 11:30 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, and Commissioner Rice present.  

Other Topics of Discussion:

The Commissioners opened their mail and responded accordingly.

News Media:

Chairman McGinley went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the November 21 - 27, 2010 invoices for a total of $17,859.85. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Public Comment on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction

No public comments were received.
