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November 30, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, November 30, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the November 23, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the minutes of the November 23, 2009 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Report on County Projects:

Road Employee Scott Jones, Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  

Jack Knorr from JPIA will be giving a two-hour liability tort class to the Road employees at 2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, December 8 in the Dillon shop.

Scott reported that the old culverts have been removed from the North Fork.

The Road Department Report for November 22-28, 2009 was submitted

DILLON AREA

· Stockpiled gravel at the Badger Pass gravel pit, GP104.

· Repaired bridge #B17-D on Browne’s Bridge Road.

· Moved a culvert to Nissen Lane to be used for the detour on the bridge replacement project.

· Repaired the gate at the Old Landfill, GP101.

· Patched the pavement on Pioneer Drive.

· Mixed sand at the County yard.

· Equipment set up for winter.

· Road checked Glen, Dillon and Horse Prairie area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Removed a beaver dam on the Ruby Divide Road on Long Creek.

· Shop maintenance.

· Road checked Lima, Dell and Centennial Valley area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Burned willows and trash on Skinner Meadows Road.

· Moved equipment.

· Moved culverts to Dillon from the Lower North Fork Road.

· Road checked Wisdom and Jackson area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

TSEP has approved the County’s recommended bids for the three bridges.  The notices of award were sent out on November 23, 2009. The contractors have 10 days to submit all required documents.  After all documentation is received a pre-construction meeting will be held.  The ground will not be broken at any of the sites until the actual bridges are ready.

Jim reported that the Governor Creek project went well.  The side banks are a little steeper than the plans show.  The side chutes for the cattle have been built, but the fences will not be constructed until next spring. One of the wing walls was cracked during the backfill process.  Charlie Briscoe from Morrison and Maierle Engineering will find a solution to fix this problem.

Touch up painting and backfill for the 3rd Avenue Bridge in Lima will be done next spring.

Chairman Rice asked Jim if he would call the City of Dillon regarding the Reeder Street railroad crossing.

Jim reported that Brad Koenig from Peccia and Associates should have the square footage for landowners’ disturbed property on the Blacktail Deer Creek Flood Mitigation project.

Coleman Construction has started driving piling for the Railroad Avenue Bridge in the Blacktail Deer Creek Project.  The work on Sharon Lawyer’s property will start again this week.  In regard to the water issue in the Blacktail Deer Creek, the County still maintains that the water is the contractor’s responsibility.

Jamie reported that the Pioneer Scenic Byway would be closed today.

Jim asked for permission to attend a continuing education class in Helena on December 17.  The Commissioners gave Jim their approval.  The Commissioners gave Jim their approval to get a County credit card. 

Sheriff’s Office Update:

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting and reported on the Montana Department of Transportation’s meeting last week.  The Highway Patrol did not show up for the meeting.  MDT’s regional supervisors are the people that can close the interstate.  If the Sheriff feels the Interstate should be closed he will call the supervisor to get authorization.  Closing the Interstate should take one to two hours.  The County will help with the initial closure.  MDT has a couple of message boards coming.  One board will be placed near the Stauffer Chemical exit in Butte-Silver Bow County.  The other message board will be placed somewhere between Apex and Dillon.  

Jay reported that a dispatcher has left and has been replaced and that a deputy has resigned and a new deputy will start tomorrow.

In the last month, Jay has been serving the Beaverhead County Treasurer’s writs.  There are one, possibly two trailers that will be sold at a Sheriff’s sale.  Jay has to execute these writs the same way he does all the other writs.

Other Topic of Discussion:

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting and presented the Final Plat report of the Murphy Creek Minor Subdivision to the Commissioners. The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends Final Plat approval of the Murphy Creek Minor Subdivision.  All of the conditions of approval that were placed on this subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (September 8, 2009) have been met or otherwise satisfied. The final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County.

After some deliberation the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the Final Plat of the Murphy Creek Minor Subdivision be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Chairman Rice signed the Final Plats.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break.  At 1:30 p.m. Commissioner Haugland reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley present. Chairman Rice left to attend an elected officials training and county commissioner certification meeting in Helena.

Vice-chairman Haugland went over the day’s business with the news media.
