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December 6, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, December 6, 2010 at 9:40 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner Tom Rice was in Branson, Missouri.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Employee Scott Jones, Road Secretary Jamie Flynn, and Western States Equipment Salesman Mike Bill Billet joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for November 28 – December 4, 2010 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Plowed snow and sanded on the Scenic Byway and local paved roads.

· Plowed snow with a grader on the following roads and lanes:  Blacktail, Byway, Wise River, Medicine Lodge, Bannack, Mansfield, Bachelor Mountain, Bloody Dick, Brenner, Lemhi, Bannack Pass (Hwy 324), Albers, Dutchman, Carroll, Schoolhouse, Hogsback, Birch Creek, Apex, Bon Accord, Rebich, Bolick, Downing, Eliason, Old Stage, Carrigan, Flynn, Lovers Leap, Bond, Carter Creek, Sweetwater, Nissen and Ten Mile.

· Installed a “Not Maintained for Winter Travel” road sign at Chaffins on Blacktail Road.

· Moved equipment.

· Replaced a mailbox on Flynn Lane.

· Road checked the Scenic Byway at Elkhorn, Glen, Dillon, Horse Prairie and Blacktail area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

Opening and/or Action on Bids for a Used Wheel Loader:

Western States Equipment was the only entity to submit a bid, which is as follows:  

2005 928G Caterpillar loader, 1,912 hours as of 12/1/10, 2.9 cubic yard bucket - $67,900.   Bid bond was included.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman McGinley seconded that the bid be awarded to Western States Equipment for  $67,900.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously. 

The loader will be transported to the Caterpillar shop in Idaho Falls and inspected and/or serviced.  The County will do a successful demo of the loader before Western States submits an invoice.

County Attorney Jed Fitch and Deputy County Attorney Evan Moppert joined the meeting.

The crew is installing a jackleg fence this week around the Jackson Shop.  The County is trading the peeled jacklegs it owns to a person in Wisdom for unpeeled jacklegs.

Jamie will write a letter to LyCot Industries ordering two rollers.

Scott reported that the signs on Medicine Lodge Road have been inventoried and the signs that are needed were ordered.

Chuck Reynolds from the Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) was suppose to send the Commissioners a letter outlining what is going to be done at Snowline Pit.     MDT will transfer this pit to the County and a new operations plan will be obtained from the Department of Environmental Quality.  The Commissioners have not received a letter from Chuck, so Mike will call him.

Mike reported that Hollow Construction’s crusher has broken.  The amount of crushed gravel is approximately 1,000 yards less then listed in the contract.  The County will pay for what has actually been crushed.  Travis Wilson from Anderson Engineering will be measuring the pile today.

Jed asked about Stevenson Road.  Mike reported that a call was received about the snow on this road.  The County plowed the road to the East Bench Canal.

Mike reported that most of the cows have been transported out of the Centennial Valley.

Jed and Evan reported on the County Attorney’s conference in Billings that they attended last week.
