December 15, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, December 15, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner Mike McGinley was attending a Western States Counties Conference in Alaska.
Minutes:

The minutes of the December 8, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice   seconded that the minutes of the December 8, 2008 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Department Update:

Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin joined the meeting and submitted the Road Department Report for December 7-13, 2008.

DILLON AREA

· Plowed snow on the following lanes and roads:  Trout Creek, East Bench, Bannack Bench, Stoddard, Stone Creek, Nissen, Carter Creek, Sweetwater, Smith, Buster Brown, Flynn, Old Stage, Eliason, Rebich, Downing and Ten Mile. 

· Plowed local paved roads, Scenic Byway and Bannack Pass (Hwy 278).

· Road construction on Lovell Road installed a culvert and removed topsoil. 

· Hauled gravel on Bloody Dick Road and Brenner Lane.

· Reclaimed two old gravel pits on Bloody Dick Road.

· Culvert installation on Brenner Lane.

· Mounted snow equipment on graders and snow plows.  

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Bloody Dick, Brenner and Stevenson.

· Road checked Dillon, Horse Prairie, Grasshopper and Glen area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Hauled gravel on Brenner Lane and Bloody Dick Road.

· Equipment set up for winter.

· Road checked Lima and Dell area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Equipment set up for winter.

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom Roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Jamie informed the Commissioners that Russ Kluesner was in on Friday, and he wants to be paid for the Lima, Wisdom, and Jackson surveying of the County’s shop properties. Nate Finch has donated property to the County and the boundary adjustment survey for the Jackson property has to be completed by the end of the year.  The County has paid $870 for the Jackson survey and when the project is completed the balance of $1,150 is owed.    Russ will be contacted and told that the County would pay him $575  and the other $575 when the mylar of the Jackson Survey has been submitted, but he will not be paid for the Lima and Wisdom projects until they are completed.  

Old Business

Chairman Rice informed Commissioner Haugland that he and Tom Miller of R.E. Miller and Sons Construction did a site inspection of the sluffs, the Grasshopper Outlook Culvert, and the Lacy Creek Bridge on the Pioneer Scenic Byway.    Tom Miller will submit a cost estimate to fix the sluffs and for installing a culvert in the Grasshopper overlook.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting and reported that dispatcher Alisha Austin’s last day of work was December 11, 2008.   Jay will use the applications from the last time a dispatcher position was open.  Jay should have a replacement by Wednesday and have them ready for training by January 1, 2009.  

The used 2008 Ford Expedition that the County purchased has been received.  Jay is looking at purchasing another used vehicle by the middle of January.  The Sheriff’s personnel will install the police packages on these vehicles.

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting.  Jed is preparing a letter for the Commissioners’ signatures regarding the litigation matter that was discussed last week.  

DES Coordinator Larry Laknar – Update on Blacktail Deer Creek Flood Mitigation Project:

DES Coordinator Larry Laknar and Road Secretary Jamie Hoklin joined the meeting. Larry distributed copies of the Blacktail Deer Creek Flood Mitigation Project plans.  The plans show the project ending at the Brookside apartments.  Larry assumed the project would end at Bannack Street, but former Road Supervisor Richard Miller made the decision to have the project end at the Brookside Apartments.  Discussion ensued.

Larry met with Fish, Wildlife, and Parks Biologist Dick Oswald and Dillon City Operations Manager J.S. Turner regarding this project.  Dick is not going to make the County de-water the creek and will allow the County to trench across the creek instead of boring.  The stream will be flushed after the project is completed to remove the silt.  The County may supply the trucks for hauling the silt to the old landfill.  Peccia and Associates Engineer Brad Koenig will start working on the permits for the project

Larry has received two cost estimates for the removal of Bill Rehm’s headgate, installation of a culvert headgate, and the removal of trees.  The bids are as follows: 

R.E. Miller and Sons:   $31,097.20

Rowe Excavation Inc.  $17,200.00

The estimates were reviewed and discussed.    

The City of Dillon has money to build a pedestrian across the Reeder Street, but after talking to the engineer the City does not have enough money for a path.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that the bid be for the removal of Bill Rehm’s headgate, etc be offered to Rowe Construction, Inc. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that the engineer be requested to extend the Blacktail Deer Creek project to the Bannack Street Bridge. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Chairman Rice will talk to County Attorney Jed Fitch about writing construction easement agreements for this project.  

Larry asked the Commissioners if they have any projects that need funding.  As soon as President Elect Obama takes office he will sign an economic stimulus package so that the States receive monies for infrastructure projects.  The State grant agencies have been calling engineers to get proposed projects for this money.  Larry stated that money is needed for Jackson’s main pressure gage and the Wisdom Sewer Board needs money for the removal of the sludge from the old sewer system and to close out the cells.

Larry did a flood inspection of the Blacktail Deer Creek.  The Creek looks good.  The ice that was built up has collapsed and the water is flowing under the ice.  

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 11:40 a.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with Commissioner Haugland present.
