Roscoe Steel will commit to delivering the abutments no later than March 5, 2011 and the three sections of the bridge no later than March 12, 2011.  If these dates are missed Roscoe Steel will be charged $300 per day for every day over the deadline.  
Jim did inform Cory that the general terms and conditions in the County’s bid documents supersedes his terms and conditions.
