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December 21, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, December 21, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the December 7 and 14, 2009 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the minutes of the December 7 and 14, 2009 meetings be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
Report on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer and Road Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting.

The work on the Frying Pan Detour is almost complete.  There is some signage to post.  The work on the Nissen Lane detour was started Friday and should be completed today or tomorrow.

There is moisture on Flynn Lane and Blacktail Road from Roy Forester’s headgate.  This headgate needs to be fixed because it backs up water.

The crew spent 31 hours fixing Big Sheep Creek Road from the flooding from Wally Congdon’s ditch.  Mike Shafer feels that the County should send him a bill for this work.  The Commissioners approved sending Wally a letter regarding this problem.

Mike Shafer has talked to the County Attorney about the old Gross Place on Trapper Creek Road.  The owner has gated and changed the road on both ends and created a trail about, but the trail is not usable for camp trailers.  Jed and Mike will do a site inspection after the first of the year.

Commissioner Haugland informed Mike Shafer and the Commission that Todd Tash called him and asked if the County would sell him 400 yards of its material.  Todd would haul the material himself.  Todd would also reimburse the County for the excavation costs.  Rick Smith has also asked this same question.  Discussion ensued.  The Commissioners stated that if the County did this, it would be interfering with private businesses, therefore the decision was made not to sell the material.

Mike Shafer would like to have bed liners put into the dump trucks.  Commissioner McGinley will check on the budget.

Jamie informed the Commissioners that the engineer from Great West Engineering has a bill for the bridge evaluations and that the contracts need to be signed.  The Commissioners signed the contract.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF BEAVERHEAD COUNTY IN SUPPORT OF THE BEAVERHEAD TRAILS
COALITION’S SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL APPLICATION FOR A
BICYCLE/PEDESTRIAN PATH

WHERFAS, a group of citizens residing in and adjacent to the City of Dillon have
formed a committee which they call the Beaverhead Trails Coalition, and

'WHEREAS, these persons are in the process of preparing an application to the State of
Montana Department of Transportation for a grant under the Safe Routes to School Program for
the construction of a bicycle and pedestrian path on the eastern side of the City of Dillon, and

WHEREAS, their intended location and character of this pedestrian and bicycle path is
essentially the same in location, style, and purpose as the Dillon Rotary Bike Path previously
proposed, and

WHEREAS, the County, utilizing a CTEP grant, participated with the City of Dillon and
the Dillon Rotary Club in the construction of portions of the bike path adjacent to Parkview
Elementary School and the Dillon Middle School which existing bicycle path would become a
part of and be connected to the path proposed in the grant application being submitted by the
Beaverhead Trails Coalition, and

WHEREAS, it is clearly to the benefit of the citizens of Beaverhead County and would
significantly contribute to the safety of children traveling from the northern parts of Dillon to the
city’s schools by providing the designated safe, direct route to school.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of
Beaverhead County at its regular meeting held December 21, 2009, that the Board of County
Commissioners of Beaverhead County hereby states its full and complete support of the
proposed Safe Routes to School bike trail application being submitted by the Beaverhead Trails
Coalition.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of County Commissioners of Beaverhead
County will, to the extent permitted and the funds available, provide full and significant support
to the Beaverhead Trails Coalition’s application.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Beaverhead Board of County Commissioners
will, should the grant be awarded, agree to participate as a co-sponsoring governmental entity of
the project.

This resolution will be effective upon its passage and approval.
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The County is not being asked for financial assistance for this project.  The route of the path was discussed.

Rick informed the Commissioners that R.E. Miller has submitted a bill and change orders for the Laknar Lane project.
